From Fr. Mike’s Desk 
     It is extremely hard to believe that we are already at 
the end of the Christmas Season. This is always the case 
when Christmas Day falls on a Sunday. We marked the 
close of the Season this past Monday when we           
celebrated the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. Now we 
come to the Second Sunday of Ordinary Time; keep in 
mind that the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord serves 
two purposes. One is to signal the end of Christmas and 
the other is to usher in Ordinary Time, and so the Sunday 
following the Feast of the Baptism is assigned the 2nd 
Sunday, not the first. This week we see the call of the 
first disciples (according to John’s Gospel), and next 
week we see the call according to the Gospel which is 
right for the current cycle. This year we are in Cycle A, 
which is mostly Mathew’s Gospel, and so next week we 
will read Matthew’s account of the calling of the first 
disciples. However, all the readings for today speak 
about the call to discipleship. 
 
     The first reading from the Book of the Prophet Isaiah 
comes from the second author of the prophecy,         
commonly called 2nd Isaiah. He is a prophet of the 
school of the original Isaiah who lived at least 150 years 
earlier. The first Isaiah warned about the danger        
happening to Judah with the Assyrian and Babylonian 
Empires that were attempting to take over the Holy 
Land. The northern kingdom of Israel had already fallen 
to Assyria, and they were trying to take over the south. 
The first Isaiah called the people to repentance and told 
them to amend their lives. If they did this, God would 
not allow the nation and Jerusalem to fall. However, the 
people refused to listen and sought help from other    
nations, instead of listening to God. Jeremiah told the 
people the same thing. As a result of this refusal to     
listen, Jerusalem and Judah fell and many of the people 
were carried off to Babylon as captives for a period of 70 
years. This leads us to the time of the 2nd Isaiah who is 
living when the Persians allowed the captives to return 
home. However, they went back to a land that was not 
pleasing to the eye, and they had no homes to go back to. 
Their joy turned to sorrow so, God sent the prophet to 
give the people new hope! God had a new mission for 
the people (it was always Israel’s mission), they were not 
simply to rebuild Jerusalem and the Temple; they were 
to go out and change the entire world.  
 
     God has called the people to Himself and has made 
them glorious in His sight and He will be their strength 
so they can be a light to the nations, and that God’s    
salvation will go out to all the ends of the earth. They 
were to make everyone ready to receive the Good News,  
when John the Baptist pointed out to the first disciples 
and said, “Behold the Lamb of God.”   We also see this 
call in the beginning of Paul’s first letter to the           
Corinthians. Paul tells the Church there why they were 
formed, and how Christ blessed them, and what they 
needed to do, whether Paul was there or not. Just as God 
spoke through 2nd Isaiah, Saint Paul, and John the     

Baptist, so God calls us to speak and lead the people to 
the light which we just celebrated December 25th. 
 
     Isaiah was sent to comfort a people in sorrow and told 
them that the way out was to serve God. Paul will      
continue in his letter to help the Church to be better in 
their service to God. And John points out to Andrew and 
John that Jesus was their new rabbi, for He was and is 
the Word of God, the second person of the Blessed   
Trinity. God (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit) certainly 
does the same for us, helping us, comforting us, and  
calling us to live out the Gospel. How can we find the 
strength to do our part? One way is to receive Jesus in 
the Eucharist as often as you can. We should also look at 
our lives to see what stands in the way, and certainly we 
must look at all the wonderful gifts God has given us to 
be His disciples. God has given us so much and God 
asks us to use what He gives us for others.
