From Fr. Mike’s Desk 
 

     On the day I was putting this letter together, I 
was reading the paper and came across the advice 
column of Carolyn Hax.  In this column a woman 
wrote Carolyn a letter about a problem that       
occurred in her 22-unit building.  The            
homeowner’s association posted signs which   
stated the rules for the inhabitants to follow to 
keep safe and stop the spread of the Corona Virus.   
Putting up the signs was not the problem in and of 
itself. It appears that the woman’s husband was 
upset because the association went overboard with 
the signs.  To him, the signs were everywhere, and 
so he wrote a nasty letter to the association, and 
that did not go over very well.  To make matters 
worse, the woman’s friend was on the board and 
she took great offence to the letter.  Now the  
woman is complaining that she feels caught in the 
middle.  This is just one of the problems we have 
endured for almost a year, because of our favorite 
virus.   While we try to navigate the rules we are 
to follow to stop the spread, and wait for a vaccine 
or perhaps a cure, we are also losing our patience.  
This is certainly a terrible situation not only for us, 
but for the whole world, but as I have said several 
times, hopefully we have learned a great deal more 
about ourselves and can be better for it. 
 
     While COVID19 is not Leprosy, which in its 
true form can endure for years, and without proper 
treatment can be disfiguring, debilitating, and lead 
to death, it is just as devastating to those who have 
underlying problems.  And it is everywhere, and 
many may not know they have it, but they can 
spread it, and perhaps have problems later in life.  
Yet if you were to get leprosy in the ancient world, 
and the priest confirmed it, you would be          
separated from the community.  Those who had it, 
had to rend their garments, bare their heads, and 
go about unkempt.  These were signs they had to 
display to show their illness, and they also had to 
cry out ‘unclean’, so people would not come near 
them. 
 
    After reading this, 14 days of quarantine does 
not seem too bad. However, in some way we can 
imagine what the people who were suffering with 
the disease were and are going through.  And this 
brings us to today’s Gospel.  The man with       
leprosy decides he will go and ask Jesus to cure 
him. He approached Jesus with the words, “If you 
wish, you can make me clean.”  If Jesus did this 
for him, not only would he be healed, he could get 
his life back.  He could return to his family, he 

could once again earn a living, and most            
importantly he could return to the Faith          
Community. Remember it was thought that if one 
were not physically whole, they were considered 
to be was impure both physically and spiritually, 
and they could not approach God (for wholeness 
was associated with holiness). Jesus, of course, 
knows this and He knows the man is asking for 
much more than a cure.  And so, Our Lord gave 
the man this reply, “I do will it. Be made clean.”  
At that moment, the man was healed, and Jesus 
tells him to go show himself to the priest and    
follow the prescriptions of the Law. 
 
     Jesus returns this man to a full life, and while 
He tells the man to be silent, he cannot help but 
tell everybody he sees. Jesus knows that he will 
spread the good news of the cure, in fact, He 
wants the whole world to know right up to this 
very day.  He wants us to know that God is always 
present to us, that God heals us no matter what. 
Just as Jesus made this man whole, so He will do 
for us who ask.  He will respond to us just as      
He responded to the man, “I do will it.”

This year, Ash Wednesday, falls on February 17th. It is the beginning of the most solemn 
period in the Church calendar leading up to the joyous celebration of the Resurrection of 
Our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.
