Fourth Sunday of Advent

Reading 1 - Isaiah 7:10-14

The LORD spoke to Ahaz, saying: Ask for a sign
from the LORD, your God; let it be deep as the
netherworld, or high as the sky! But Ahaz
answered, "I will not ask! I will not tempt the
LORD!" Then Isaiah said: Listen, O house of
David! Is it not enough for you to weary people,
must you also weary my God? Therefore the Lord
himself will give you this sign: the virgin shall
conceive, and bear a son, and shall name him
Emmanuel.

Reading 2 - Romans 1:1-7

Paul, a slave of Christ Jesus, called to be an apostle
and set apart for the gospel of God, which he
promised previously through his prophets in the
holy Scriptures, the gospel about his Son,
descended from David according to the flesh, but
established as Son of God in power according to the
Spirit of holiness through resurrection from the
dead, Jesus Christ our Lord. Through him we have
received the grace of apostleship, to bring about the
obedience of faith, for the sake of his name, among
all the Gentiles, among whom are you also, who are
called to belong to Jesus Christ; to all the beloved
of God in Rome, called to be holy. Grace to you
and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Gospel - Matthew 1:18-24

This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came about.
When his mother Mary was betrothed to Joseph,
but before they lived together, she was found with
child through the Holy Spirit. Joseph her
husband, since he was a righteous man, yet
unwilling to expose her to shame, decided to
divorce her quietly. Such was his intention when,
behold, the angel of the Lord appeared to him in a
dream and said, "Joseph, son of David, do not be
afraid to take Mary your wife into your home. For
it is through the Holy Spirit that this child has
been conceived in her. She will bear a son and
you are to name him Jesus, because he will save
his people from their sins." All this took place to
fulfill what the Lord had said through the proph-
et: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a
son, and they shall name him Emmanuel, which
means "God is with us." When Joseph awoke,

he did as the angel of the Lord had commanded
him and took his wife into his home.

Next Week’s Gospel Question

In next week’s Gospel for the Masses during
the day, it says that John the Baptist was sent
by God to “festify to the light”, and that
“The true light, which enlightens everyone,
was coming into the world.” This light is
Jesus, and for those (people) who have
accepted Him, He gives the power to become
children of God. If we have accepted Jesus,
and He has given us the power to become
God’s children, are we using that power to
develop a relationship with God, and if so,
what does that mean to you?

From Fr. Mike’s Desk

“Behold, a virgin shall conceive and
bear a son; and his name we call
Emmanuel.” Over these four weeks of
Advent, we sang the hymn “O Come, O
Come Emmanuel,” 1t 1s one of the
mainstream hymns for this season, and it
reflects what we have been waiting for: the
end of time, and seven days from now we
will begin our Christmas Celebration, at the
end of this fourth week of Advent.

In fact, we are so close to Christmas, that
today’s Gospel Reading gives us Matthew’s
account of Jesus’ birth, but not quite. Today
we just have a preview, as we listen to the
story of St. Joseph’s dream. As we read,
Joseph, when he found out about Mary, and
the child she was expecting, was beside
himself. He being an upright man, decided
he could no longer marry Mary. Even
though our dear Blessed Mother told him
about the angel’s visit, Joseph found it just
too hard to believe. He decided that he was
going to divorce her quietly, because he did
not want Mary shamed or physically hurt.
Now comes the part where God shows
Himself at work. As we read, “...the Angel
of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and
said, ‘Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid
to take Mary, your wife, into your home. For
it is through the Holy Spirit that the child
has been conceived in her. She will bear a
son and you are to name Him Jesus, because
He will save His people from their sins...
Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a
son, and they shall name Him Emmanuel,
which means God if with us.”” Joseph did
as the angel commanded, and God’s plan for
our salvation went full steam ahead.

The name given to the Christ Child was/
is Jesus, which means God saves His people,
and name Emmanuel means God is with us.
This is what we will celebrate in seven days.
Moreover, we will continue the celebration
until the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord on
January 9™, Please make the most out of this

season, use it to grow more in love with
each other, and to grow in love with the
Father who sent His only Son to save us and
restore us all to eternal life.

In Bethlehem, we
discover that God does not take life, but gives it. To us, who from birth are used to taking and eating,
Jesus begins to say: “Take and eat. This is my body.” (Matthew 26:26) The tiny body of the Child of
Bethlehem speaks to us of a new way to live our lives: not by devouring and hoarding, but by sharing
and giving. God makes himself small so that he can be our food. By feeding on him, the bread of life,

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we can be reborn in love, and break the spiral of grasping and greed. From the ‘house of bread,” Jesus
brings us back home, so that we can become God's family, brothers and sisters to our neighbors.
Standing before the manger, we understand that the food of life is not material riches but love, not
gluttony but charity, not ostentation but simplicity. The Lord knows that we need to be fed daily. That
is why he offered himself to us every day of his life: from the manger in Bethlehem to the Upper Room
in Jerusalem. Today too, on the aliar, he becomes bread broken for us; he knocks at our door, to enter
and eat with us (cf. Revelation 3:207. At Christmas, we on earth receive Jesus, the bread from heaven.
It is a bread that never grows stale, but enables us even now o have a foretaste of eternal life.™

Eucharistic Revival, in the words of Pope St. John Paul 11, is a rediscovery of “Eucharistic Amazement™
and Eucharistic Devotion.

Eucharistic Revival means that we understand deeply that every Mass has a cosmic significance, and
every Mass is celebrated on the Altar of the world - the Altar of Ukraine and every war torn and
injustice-ridden area of our world.

Eucharistic Revival is an effective catechesis of the theology and spirituality of the Catholic Mass that
moves the hearts, minds, souls and imaginations of the People of God.

Eucharistic Revival in our Catholic schools means the cultivation of a radical fidelity to the Sunday
Catholic Mass on the part of our teachers, our staff and our families.

Eucharistic Revival is a rekindling of Pope Benedict XVI7s insight that every period of Church reform
and effective Catholic evangelization and mission throughout history can be traced to a rediscovery of
the Real Presence of Jesus Christ, Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity in the Holy Eucharist.”

As we celebrate the birth of Christ and his rebirth in our hearts and families at Christmas, we pray for
a renewal of our faith in Christ's Eucharistic presence.

We pray that each of us could be Divine Mercy instruments of bringing many, many people back to a
full fidelity to the Eucharist and the Catholic Mass.
