From Fr. Mike’s Desk 

 
    “And suddenly there came from the sky a noise 
like a strong driving wind, and it filled the entire 
house in which they were.  Then there appeared to 
them tongues as of fire, which parted and came to 
rest on each one of them.  And they were filled 
with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in         
different tongues; as the Spirit enabled them to 
proclaim.” 
 
    These words from the Acts of the Apostles tell 
us the event that occurred in Jerusalem fifty days 
after Jesus rose from the dead and ten days after 
Jesus, the Risen Lord, ascended into heaven, as 
they tell us about the first Pentecost Sunday.    
Pentecost gets its name from the Jewish Festival 
of Weeks, also known as the Harvest or Pentecost.  
It was a festival of joy and thanksgiving            
celebrating the completion of the harvest season.  
It was the second major feast in which all         
able-bodied Jewish males were required to attend 
at least once in Jerusalem.  It got its name, The 
Feast of Weeks, because it was used to describe 
the time from the grain harvest to the barley     
harvest to the wheat harvest.  The days involved, 
plus some additions, brought it to a total of fifty 
days.  This feast was to occur fifty days after the 
first fruits; therefore, it was given the name      
Pentecost which means fifty.  As mentioned 
above, this was a feast all males where required to 
attend and thus be in Jerusalem.  That is why Luke 
tells us that there were Jews from every nation 
present in Jerusalem on that day.  On that day they 
were all attracted to the Upper Room when they 
heard the great noise of the power of the Holy 
Spirit coming upon the Apostles and the Blessed 
Mother.  When the Apostles came out, they were 
boldly speaking about Jesus in all the different 
languages of the assembled crowd.  Of course, all 
who heard them, asked, “how is it we hear these 
men speaking in our own languages?” After all 
these men are from Galilee and they cannot      
possibly know all these languages. Some in the 
crowd thought the Apostles might have had too 
much wine, but it was early in the morning. The 
crowd could not have known that they were filled 
with the Spirit of God.  God ,the Holy Spirit, came 
inside them, and He replaced fear with courage, 
weakness with strength, ignorance with 
knowledge and wisdom, and He removed any   
obstacle the Apostles might have had in spreading 
the Good News. 
 

 
    As mentioned last week, Pentecost is the    
birthday of the Church and we are happy to       
celebrate its 2021st birthday. Pentecost is called the 
Church’s birthday because it is on this day that the 
promised Holy Spirit was sent by the Father and 
the Son upon the Church so that we could carry 
out the mission Jesus gave to us.  Christ had come 
into the world to fulfill the promise God made of 
sending us a Messiah.  He preached the Good 
News and suffered and died for us so all sin,    
spiritual death and darkness could be destroyed. 
Christ rose from the dead and ascended into  
Heaven to lead us all to the Kingdom of Heaven, 
and now we come to the next stage of fulfillment 
with the coming of the Holy Spirit. 
 
    Now it is up to us to do our part and continue 
the work of our Savior. We are to evangelize the 
world and share the gifts of the Holy Spirit (given 
to us first at Baptism and then even more so in 
Confirmation, and in the constant outpouring of 
Divine Grace). We are also to carry out the      
Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy.  Happy 
Birthday and just like any Birthday celebration we 
are getting gifts, and they are the seven gifts of the 
Holy Spirit and so many more. 
 
    Today is also the last day of the Easter Season 
and when we come here on Monday or next    
Sunday we will once again be in Ordinary Time.  
However, we must remember that after receiving 
the gifts of the Holy Spirit and having the Spirit 
act in our lives, what could ever be ordinary.  And 
now for the last time this year.

    On Thursday May 13th, we celebrated the Feast of the Ascension of Our Lord into heaven.  
According to tradition, this occurred 40 days after Easter Sunday.  During those 40 days, we 
are told by the Gospels and by various other traditions, that Jesus visited with the    Apostles 
and continued to teach them.  As we see in John’s Gospel, Jesus appeared to the Apostles 
one very early morning on the shore of the sea of Galilee.   At first, they did not recognize 
Him, and He asked them if they caught anything?  The answer was no, so Jesus told them to 
cast the net over the side of the boat, and they caught so many fish that the net was about to 
rip. With that, John yells out, “It is the Lord.”  Peter cannot control himself, so he jumps into 
the water to get to the shore to greet Jesus.  On the shore Jesus had prepared a fire and he 
had fish on it, He told the Apostles to bring over some of the fish they caught.  Our Lord had 
more than just food on His mind. While there, He asked Peter three times if he loved Him. 
Peter answered, yes three times, and Jesus gave him instructions to tend, feed and take care 
of His sheep.  As we have heard many times, Jesus asked Peter, “Do you love me?” three 
times to make up for the three times Peter denied Jesus on Holy Thursday Night.   

     Now this brings us to that Thursday when Jesus is about to say goodbye!   He tells them 
in Matthew’s Gospel, that full authority has been given to Him by the Father, and they are to 
go out to every nation and preach the Gospel and baptize in the Name of the Father, and the 
Son, and the Holy Spirit. With that, He was taken into heaven and vanished from their eyes.  
Suddenly (as Luke tells us in the Acts) angels appeared and told them to stop looking in the 
sky that Jesus would indeed come back, and they are to go out as Jesus commanded them 
(after they received the Holy Spirit).   Jesus also promised before He ascended that He would 
be with them always and these words were not just for the Apostles but for the Church, for 
us! 
 

     Over this past year, we have seen so many terrible things.  We have seen so much         
violence and misunderstandings.  Likewise, we have seen sickness and death, fear, and  
darkness.  We might start to believe that God has abandoned us, or He just does not care.  
Nothing could be further from the truth.  Yes, we have seen darkness, but we have also seen 
a great light.  We have seen God working everyday through the hard-working medical    
community.  We have seen them working hard to come up with better treatments for those 
who come down with the virus and we have seen them develop a vaccine to help prevent the 
spread.  We have recently seen a relaxing of the restrictions, which started last June when we 
were able to publicly celebrate the Sacraments and that is growing more and more. Yet there 
is still more to come, and we still have work to do as we resurrect the fire of faith in people’s 
hearts, and we must help others and ourselves to know that God is always with us. 
 

     Remember that Easter and Ascension are not the end of the story, these two days just 
bring us to the end of one volume.  The next volume is the one which we are living in now.  
It begins with Pentecost and it will continue till Our Lord comes again.
