Heavy Cleaning For Stubborn Spills And Mildew

Sunbrella fabrics do not promote mildew growth, however, mildew may grow on dirt DO NOT use a steamer or
and other foreign substances that are not removed from the fabric. To clean Iron set to steam setting.
stubborn spills:

® Prepare a solution of 1 cup of bleach and 1/4 cup mild soap per gallon of water. For more information,

* Spray on entire area and allow to soak into the fabric for 15 minutes.
* Remove spill with a sponge, clean towel or very soft bristle brush.

® Rinse thoroughly to remove all soap residue.

¢ Allow fabric to air dry.

For severe mold/mildew growth, bleach quantities may be increased.

We recommend using our Sunbrella Clean Multi-Purpose Fabric Cleaner followed
by a diluted bleach solution.

We recommend
Sunbrella Restore™ Fabric Protector & Repellent or 303® Fabric Guard™,
available in the United States, and Tex'Aktiv, available internationally.

Applying a retreatment:

¢ Clean Sunbrella fabric, using one of the cleaning methods outlined.
¢ Allow Sunbrella to completely air dry.

* Apply retreatment outdoors in a well-ventilated area
following instructions on the container.
