IMPORTANT ‘““EROSION EVENT’’ REPORYT = Tt ViLas ar Five Ponps Executive Boarp

ON THURSDAY, APRIL 18, 2024, Rick Rodgers, Joel Mickelberg,
and Amy Wert met with Tim Hagey, General Manager, and Daulton
George, Assistant Manager, The Warminster Municipal Authority,
along with Dan Schmucker, owner of Total Turf Landscaping Services.

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss a recently oc-
curred "erosion event" caused by unusually heavy March rains
affecting the creek that separates the property between The Villas
at Five Ponds and our adjacent neighbor, Christ’s Home, the divi-
sion being roughly the center line of the dividing creek .

The erosion issue was first noticed by one of our newer
residents in late March when they returned from Florida. It was
observed as an apparent deeper drop off to the creek bed from
the common (VFP) ground area behind their home. It should be
noted that all in attendance at the meeting agree that neither this
home, nor any other home situated along the creek is, at this time,
and never was at any risk due to the minor erosion caused by the
rapid flow of the creek.

The resident(s), by their own action, contacted various federal
and local authorities about their concerns. Included were repre-
sentatives of Bucks County, Warminster Township, and repre-
sentatives of the Warminster Municipal Authority and several VFP
Board members. The Board, as per protocol, did refer the issue
to our Property Manager, Amy Wert. Additionally, our Property
Manager got our landscaper involved as he has serviced both
VFP and Christ’s Home for a number of years, and is uniquely
familiar with the subject creek and its flow. We acknowledge that
our landscaping company, Total Turf, has a long and well-earned
reputation "on the street" as the "go to" organization for drainage
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and flooding issues such as those we recently faced .

As you might recall we again experienced some very heavy
rains in early April, and until there was a significant break in that
weather pattern no corrective actions could be undertaken.

Once the weather "broke” the WMA, almost immediately to
their credit, arranged for a supervised work crew to respond and
undertake corrective actions, both with equipment and manpow-
er—at absolutely no cost to VFP—again, with many thanks from
your Board on behalf of VFP.

The work that WMA did in order to stop further erosion, in
simple terms, was to remove excess silt from the affected area,
and partially straighten the bend in the creek at the problem site.
They hand shoveled silt out of the creek in that area, relocating
it on the banks in order to provide for a better flow of water, and
filled long “socks" that were then placed along the creek edge to
further act as an additional barrier against further erosion.

We note that our landscaper concurred with actions taken,
and approved of the end result.

The WMA should be highly commended for immediately tak-
ing these “emergency actions” and helping VFP resolve a potential
problem. It is nice to know that some of the storm water manage-
ment fees that a couple years ago were added to our VFP and
homeowner Water & Sewer Bills were the source of funding that
helped address this problem...with no impact on our budget.

The entire VFP Board, our property manager (with similar
experience with these types of issues at other properties), and
our experienced landscaper will continue to evaluate this issue to
determine if any further action is required over time.

THE RUN THAT SCOTTIE SCHEFFLER IS ON RIGHT NOW is
something that hasn’t been mirrored since peak Tiger Woods.

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sport to watch but when someone gets
on a run like this, it’s something to keep
an eye on. According to data golf, it’s
the second most dominant run of golf
since peak Tiger. Again, I'll turn on my
data nerd mode. “Strokes gained” is a
statistic that shows how much better you
are compared to the average PGA tour
pro, and it’s broken down by the different
types of shots on a golf course. Scheffler
is 1st overall (out of 183 tour players) in strokes gained overall,
strokes gained tee to green and strokes gained approach to the
green. The only real place where he “lacks” is on the green, where
he ranks 96th out of 183 in that category.

Vegas is starting to catch on to Scottie’s dominance, and pric-
ing him accordingly in the betting markets. With the next major
being the PGA Championship in a month in Louisville, Scottie is
now just 9/2 favorite to win the tournament (who by the way has
110+ competitors in it).
