THE MASTERS PREVIEW

MY FAVORITE TIME OF YEAR Is the 4ish weeks between the 
March Madness bracket being released and the final putt at The 
Masters. The state of professional golf has been in a really fun 
spot as of late, with some of the stud players struggling, and some 
young guns winning in big spots. As we tee off for real in 2026 on 
the morning of April 9th, here are my Power Rankings of the top 10 
golfers that I think can win at Augusta National Golf Club.
	 1. Scottie Scheffler: Even with some “eh” play by his stan-
dards to start the 2026 season, he’s still a heavy favorite to win this 
tournament. His worst finish in the Masters was tied for 19th, and 
he hasn’t finished outside the top 10 there since 2022. His main 
issue to start this year has been his first round scoring. If he puts 
up a solid Thursday round, I have to think he’s winning. 
	 2.Rory McIlroy: The defending champ is in “eh” form, with-
drawing from a tournament with a back injury in early March. He 
most likely won’t tee it up again between his T-46 performance in 
the second week of March where he felt “85%” and The Masters. 
High floor but he has missed the cut here 2 of the last 5 seasons.
	 3. Ludvig Aberg: A full collapse down the stretch at The Play-
ers Championship shouldn’t dampen his spirits too much. Aberg is 
a young Swedish stud who hits the ball a mile. Although only one 
tournament victory to his name, Aberg has contended everywhere, 

including two top 7 finishes in his 2 Masters appearances. 
	 4.Bryson Dechambeau: Although playing on the LIV Tour, 
Bryson continues to rack up wins…but how does that really fare in 
comparing LIV competition vs the better PGA tour? He’s finished 
in the top 6 in the past 2 Masters, and will come in to the tourna-
ment in great form. 
	 5. Jon Rahm: Similarly on the LIV tour, but not in as good of 
form, Rahm is an absolute threat to take home his second green 
jacket. He’s had 5 top 10s including a victory in his last 9 appear-
ances at Augusta. 
	 6. Xander Schauffele: Sure, I’ll bite. I don’t really believe in 
Xander but his history at Augusta speaks for itself. He’s had a bunch 
of “uncompetitive” top 10s. Do I think he will win? No. Do I think he 
will be on the front page of the leaderboard on Sunday? Yes.
	 7. Matt Fitzpatrick: Fitzy may not have the best course history, 
but I can’t ignore a 24 made cuts in a row streak which includes 12 
top 10s and 2 wins. This is based on current form alone, with Fitz 
only having 2 top 10s in 11 appearances
	 8. Cameron Young: Young had an incredible comeback in a 
couple weeks ago at The Players, and takes that good play into 
the Masters. His mid iron game has been saved on the greens with 
his putting ability. Cam has been the definition of hit or miss at The 
Masters with 2 years in the top 10 and 2 years missing the cut. 
	 9. Justin Rose: Rose lost in a playoff to Rory last year, and 
comes looking for revenge. Rose is a three time runner up at the 
Masters, and has had his fair share of heartbreak. Despite a strong 
start to his 2026 including a win, he’s had 4 uncompetitive perfor-
mances in a row including two missed cuts. 
	 10. Collin Morikawa: Morikawa also is dealing with a nagging 
back injury and probably won’t tee it up again until The Masters. 
He deserves a mention on this list with 5 straight top 20s at this 
tournament, but there is definitely some question marks on how he 
will return.
