AED and CPR Training

Imagine these scenarios. You are at Sunday
morning worship or at a Wednesday night
youth or IGNITE session or are attending a
Monday night church meeting? The person
next to you goes into sudden cardiac arrest.
Would you know what to do other than call 911
and wait for help to arrive? Sometimes this
takes a few minutes and those few minutes are
very critical.

On Tuesday night July 2 Alan Johnson has ar-
ranged for us to have AED (Automated Exter-
nal Defibrillator) training and CPR training
here at the church at 7 PM. We have an AED
device at the church and we will learn how to
use it. It is a lightweight, battery-operated,
portable device that checks the heart’s thythm
and sends a shock to the heart to restore a nor-
mal rhythm. The device is used to help people
having sudden cardiac arrest. Using it correct-
ly could mean the difference between life and
death.

We will also have CPR training. Many of us
have had the training in the past, but techniques
have been updated over the years. CPR can
also make the difference between life and
death. CPR is something that we can use in
many places and situations.

We want to have a large group of people at this
training. Please contact Alan Johnson if you
have questions.
