INTRODUCTION—
I. C TRUTHS
A. SOVEREIGNTY of GOD— “H CAN DO IT!!”
1. GOD IS ALL-POWERFUL: HE created the heavens and the earth,
and “hung all of the stars in the sky.”
2. GOD IS in control of HISTORY: The Apostle Paul said to the men of
Athens, Greece: (Acts 17:26)
B. HUMAN F WILL — “ W CAN DO IT!!”
1. In Genesis 1:26 C—we are “created in the image of God”
2. GOD has made us FREE M AGENTS— we can CHOOSE
to do GOOD— or DO EVIL—itis up to US! Remember
Joshua’s last speech to the ISRAELITES— ? He challenged the
Israelites to be FAITHFUL to GOD when he said: “Choose THIS
DAY whom you will serve . . .but as for ME and MY HOUSE, we
will serve the LORD.”
