SLOPPY WORK
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I almost always got “A’s” in math in junior high and high

school. So, when our sons were in middle school, it fell to

me to check our sons’ math homework when they had some
or to help them when they got stumped. I found that they
had the same problem that I had years ago: they have the potential for flaw-
less work, but sometimes they got sloppy. As I would go over their work,
occasionally I found a simple math error: simple addition that doesn’t add
up, or a decimal place out of order. So, despite knowing how to do the prob-
lem, my son got a wrong answer. It was just because he got sloppy in using
“Garbage IN,

the right formula or in the simple

math calculations. Garbage OUT!”

We can all be a little like that in our Christian life. We know what we
should do. We know we should not gossip about others or make jokes at the
expense of another person or another group of people, but we just get careless

or lazy. We get sloppy.

We know we should be careful about what movies or T.V. shows we
watch, and how we should spend our time. After all, the old computer guy’s
warning was: “Garbage IN, Garbage OUT!” We know that we “reap what
we sow,” but sometimes, we get sloppy in how we live our lives for the Lord.
The apostle Paul encourages us to be more careful and pay closer attention to
our Christian walk: he wrote, “Be very careful, then, how you live - not as
unwise, but as wise, making the most of every opportunity, because the days
are evil.” Let us do quality work — in the lives we live — for our heavenly
Father.
