Update on our Blessing Box 
Our Blessing Box continues to have a steady 

stream of folks who pick up and drop off 
food items each day. We make a special   
effort to distribute food items that are     

donated on Sunday mornings as soon as 
possible.  

 

Great food items to donate are:  
Canned Soups/Stews, veggies, fruits, meats, 
ravioli, spaghetti, etc., peanut butter, bread, 

jams/jellies, box/powdered milk, non-
perishable noodle meals, macaroni and 

cheese, individual snack crackers/packs or 
dry goods like beans, pancake mix, lentils, 

noodles, etc. Pop-top canned items are often 
ideal. We will also accept and disburse small 

can openers if they are donated. 
 

For the time being we no longer accept: 
Toiletry items, clothing, or dry paper goods 
like toilet paper. (If these items are donated 

they will just be forwarded to another     
community group to be disbursed.)  

 

If you feel led to contribute food items to 
our blessing box ministry please look for 

the “Blessing Box” shelf in Mission Alley and 
drop your donations there.

(and 100s) of diapers to the Monroe County
