Hernando County High School Senior 

Qualifications & Eligibility 

 

If you are a high-school senior, you are eligible for our scholarships if you: 

• Are of African American descent and reside in Hernando County. 

• Attends a high school in Hernando County. 

• Achieves a cumulative 2.75 Grade Point Average (GPA) or better. 

• Maintains a minimum of 80% attendance record. 

• Demonstrates evidence of involvement in extracurricular activities 

and/or community service. 

• Provides evidence of acceptance at a post-secondary institution 

• Submit two (2) letters of recommendations from your high school 

faculty/staff. 

• Write an essay of not less than 300 words. Essay must contain: 

o A short biographical history 

o At least one example of a life-changing experience you have had 

and how it changed your life. 

o Your life goals and aspiration 

o You may also include other information you feel will be important 

for the selection committee to understand about you. 

• Submit your high school transcript. (Must be attached) Official 

transcript may be required upon request. 

• Submission of a photo of yourself. 

• Fully complete and submit your application and essay. 

• Must attend the Scholarship and Awards Gala where you will be
