Children under 12 years old should
not use walk-behind mowers

- Wear appropriate shoes and clothing

- Never smoke or use any type of flame around gasoline

- Gasoline has one purpose - to fuel an engine

DOG SAFETY - Consult with a professional to learn what breeds of dogs

are the best fit for your household

- Dogs with histories of aggression are not suitable for
households with children

- Be sensitive to cues that a child is fearful or apprehensive
about a dog. If a child seems frightened by dogs, wait
before bringing a dog into your household

- Spend time with a dog before buying or adopting it. Use
caution when bringing a dog into a household with an
infant or toddler.
