And if their policy has a 
deductible and/or a co-pay provision, 
we do ask the patient for payment of that 
deductible or co-pay amount not covered 
by the insurance policy.  However, it is 
important to note that we only ask one 
time for that payment.  If the patient 

opts to not pay, we do not pursue it any 
further.  The fact is we can continue to 
provide the high level of health care if we 
can afford to!  So without the insurance 
reimbursement plan, we’d have some 
serious problems.

Our Imperial Potentate’s emphasis 
for 2013-2014 will be on increasing 
our membership and strengthening 
the fraternity, which will also benefi t 
the philanthropy. A new membership 
development program:  The Pace 
Program: Setting the Pace for a Strong 
Future, will be rolled out over the next 

two years.  It will focus on providing 
customized temple membership strategies 
for specifi c groups within the temple.   I 
ask each of you to re-commit yourself to 
actively work to increase membership, 
and to ensure that this great fraternity 
continues its long history of fun, 
fellowship,  and service to others.
