Tuition Rates Effective 8/1/2025

Dear Families, we strive to provide a high quality early childhood education for eve-

ryone. These rates go into effect August 1st for monthly payments and August
4th for weekly payments. If your child will be leaving for kindergarten your rates
will remain a the old tuition rate until they leave.

Infants $370 weekly/ $1603 monthly
Toddlers (1-2.5 years & walking) $325 weekly/ $1408 monthly
2.5 years- 3 years $300 weekly/ $1300 monthly
3 years & potty trained- 5 years $285 weekly/ $1235 monthly
Breakfast Program $30 weekly/ $130 monthly.
