3rd for weekly payments. If your child will be leaving for kindergarten your rates
will remain at the old tuition rate until they leave.

Infants $377 weekly/ $1634 monthly

2.5 years- 3 years $306 weekly/ $1326 monthly
3 years & potty trained- 5 years $291 weekly/ $1261 monthly
Breakfast Program $30 weekly/ $130 monthly.
