Our priority here at Peppermint 
Patty’s is to always make sure 
your child is happy and safe. In 
an effort to keep your child 
safe while maintaining their in-
dependence we are making the 
following changes to our shoe 
policy: 

* NO Tie shoes. We want to 
foster your child’s self help 
skills and tie shoes make it dif-
ficult for them to do all on their 
own. 

* NO Cowboy boots! While cute 
they do not provide the needed 
traction for running and climb-

ing outside. Snow boots and rain 
boots should only be worn when 
necessary for the weather. 

* NO Crocs or Flip Flops! Once 
again these shoes do not provide 
the needed traction for outside 
play and rocks tend to get inside 
the little holes. 

* DO wear tennis shoes! Slip ons or 
Velcro shoes will help your child 
succeed at self help skills and keep 
them safe on the playground. 

* Closed toed shoes with backs are 
always required. 

*We get MESSY! Please make sure 

that your child is wearing 
clothes to school that are com-
fortable and you are okay with 
getting a little dirty. 

* Girls must wear shorts, tights, 
or leggings under their skirts or 
dresses. 

* We will put bug spray and/or 
sunscreen on your child with 
your permission. You must    
provide the bug spray and     
sunscreen yourself and fill out a 
permission form. Please make 
sure you apply it before coming 
to school in the morning and we 
will reapply it in the afternoon 
when we go outside. 

Toddlers and up will need a swim-
suit and water shoes (no flip flops) 
on their designated water play day. 
Finally, we will be having sack lunch 
days once a week so they will need 
a lunch box with an ice pack. Sum-
mer activity calendars will be avail-
able at the end of April. Let us 
know if you have any questions.
