Some classes offered are not eligible for points in certain breeds but are included in the Overall Award. For the
Open & Cowboy classes an Exhibitor may ride more than one horse in each Division according to the rules of
their breed Association (for the All Other Breed classes they must follow AQHA rules as to the number of horses
shown). Those exhibitors showing more than one horse in a division must find a catch rider for Ranch Rail
Pleasure and Ranch Conformation. In the event of a tie the Highest Score in Cow Work will determine the
winner.

**To be eligible for All Around each horse and rider combination MUST enter all six classes:
Conformation, Rail Pleasure, Trail, Ranch Riding, Reining, and a cow work class. With Exception to all
Youth Divisions not required to enter cow work class. In the event of a tie, highest score in CowWork

class will determine winner.
