Free Music Reading Class  Ralph Boggess will be teaching a free 6-week Music Reading Class from 
January 19-February 23 (Sundays from 3:30-4:45 pm) for High Schoolers through Senior Citizens. 
The class will be held in our church sanctuary, and participants will learn music reading skills in a 
hands-on approach by playing simple songs and chords on the piano and on our church’s pipe organ; 
by ringing handbells and playing rhythm instruments with others in small music ensembles; and by 
doing traditional hand-movement conducting patterns while listening to familiar music on CD’s.  
Crossword puzzles and games such as music bingo will be used to help class participants learn where 
the 7 letters of music (A, B, C, D, E, F and G) are on the 5 lines of a music staff in addition to what 
music words such as allegro, andante and cut time mean. If you already know somewhat how to read 
music, you will still find the class interesting because there is always something new to learn about the 
fascinating gift of music that God has created in each of us! Class size will be limited to 8 persons.
