Pottery Studio: This studio contains eight pottery wheels, 
two kilns, a slab roller, and a pug mill, as well as hand 
tools for technical skill building, with the opportunity to 
learn glazing processes. Classes offered include both 
wheel-throwing and hand-building.
Stained Glass Studio: This studio caters to the development 
of beginner and intermediate students in cutting, 
grinding, and soldering glass to create glass keepsakes.
Glass Fusion Studio: Since its premier in 2017, this studio 
has helped many students learn glass techniques in 
jewelry, plates, bowls, tiles, and trivets to create personal 
keepsakes of heat shaped glass works.
Drawing & Painting Studio: This studio houses all the tools 
required to learn all sorts of drawing and painting 
techniques and mediums, including pencil, charcoal, 
colored pencil, pastel, oil paint, acrylic paint and 
watercolor paint.
Digital Media Studio: Premiering in 2021, this studio offers 
students the opportunity to cut, engrave, and CREATE 
using our GlowForge Pro.
