 “WOW, Summer is almost here!”  As we have entered into the summer, we’ve encountered 2 issues that have become a challenge within our community. As your elected president, I am asking for your cooperation, help, and understanding related to each issue. 

1) It was during our annual 2015 meeting, when we all voted to add an additional day (Monday) to the work week for our office staff. The main purpose for the additional hours was to allow the office staff more time in policing our community with a goal in helping our homeowners and neighbors to comply with the architectural guidelines. The architectural guidelines are in place to protect our community’s value with consistency throughout, in style, color and design. It is very uncomfortable for the office staff when they are faced with the responsibility in having to tell a homeowner they’re not in compliance.  It is also very uncomfortable when the office staff gets treated in a disrespectful way when they are doing a job they were hired to do. Please remember the office staff is doing the job they were hired to do and they are acting in the best interest of us all. 

2) We are presently in the process of opening the pools with the understanding that we must follow the guidelines put in place by our Governor. There will be sign-up sheets located at the pools for you to use in selecting a day and time that works for you. There will be limits to the number of people and time allowed for each person that signs up to use the pool. The goal and plan are to make the pools available while maintaining the safety measures put in place by our Governor as a means to protect everyone. I ask that you please be understanding, patient and respectful to those who will be lifeguarding the pools during this time.  

In my 40 years involved in community service, I must say, I feel so blessed to be part of the Coventry team of volunteers. It’s the variety of ideas, the many talents, the passion, the willingness to give, desire for improvement, and a heart to serve, that produces such a successful team. COVID-19 Update
The CDC continues to respond to an outbreak of respiratory illness caused by a new coronavirus.  The best way to prevent illness is to avoid exposure and maintain precautions.
MASK GUIDELINES
COVID-19 spreads mainly from person to person through respiratory droplets produced when an infected person coughs, sneezes, or talks. These droplets can land in the mouths or noses of people who are nearby or possibly be inhaled into the lungs. Studies and evidence on infection control report that these droplets usually travel around 6 feet (about two arms lengths).
While people who are sick or know that they have COVID-19 should isolate at home, COVID-19 can be spread by people who do not have symptoms and do not know that they are infected.   That’s why it’s important for everyone to practice social distancing (staying at least 6 feet away from other people) and wear cloth face coverings in public settings. Cloth face coverings provide an extra layer to help prevent the respiratory droplets from traveling in the air and onto other people.
Wear your Face Covering Correctly
· Wash your hands before putting on your face covering
· Put it over your nose and mouth and secure it under your chin
· Try to fit it snugly against the sides of your face
· Make sure you can breathe easily

Use the Face Covering to Protect Others
· Wear a face covering to help protect others in case you’re infected but don’t have symptoms
· Keep the covering on your face the entire time you’re in public
· Don’t put the covering around your neck or up on your forehead
· Don’t touch the face covering, and, if you do, wash your hands
Follow Everyday Health Habits
· Stay at least 6 feet away from others
· Avoid contact with people who are sick
· Wash your hands often, with soap and water, for at least 20 seconds each time
· Use hand sanitizer if soap and water are not available

Take Off Your Cloth Face Covering Carefully, When You’re Home
· Untie the strings behind your head or stretch the ear loops
· Handle only by the ear loops or ties
· Fold outside corners together

· Be careful not to touch your eyes, nose, and mouth when removing and wash hands immediately after removing.

Juneteenth

General Orders No 3
"The people of Texas are informed that in accordance with a Proclamation from the Executive of the United States, all slaves are free. This involves an absolute equality of rights and rights of property between former masters and slaves, and the connection heretofore existing between them becomes that between employer and hired laborer."

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Critter Corner

Eastern Cottontail Rabbit

This is the most common rabbit we see in Virginia and believe it or not, the populations have declined over the past fifty years.  The impacts that have contributed to this decline are loss of nesting habitat, the conversion of farmland to other uses, increases in demise by contact with cars, increases in their natural predators and disease.  Sometimes they do not even survive leaving the nest, predominately due to flooding.  The cottontails will dig depressions and line it with straw, grass and fur to create the nest.  These nests can flood during heavy rains.

The cottontails are a reddish-brown and have a fluffy white tail and white underside.  They resemble rodents, but they are not a rodent.  Rabbits are a part of the lagomorph family of animals that includes rabbits, hairs and pikas.  Some of the pikas really do resemble rodents; particularly the American pika.

Their diet causes them to be considered a nuisance in our gardens in the summer.  They enjoy eating a wide variety of plants and vegetables; both weeds and leaves and blooms from our decorative gardens.  Most notable is their consumption of our vegetables like cabbage, lettuce (romaine; red or green, but no iceberg), beet greens, and collard greens among many others.  This year I planted Catalina flowers in my decorative pots and looked out one evening to see a bunny sitting in the pot eating the flowers and leaves right off the top!  I had no idea they would actually climb into a pot!

If you want to help the cottontails survive and support the overall population increase, there are things you can do in your yard.  They need well-draining short brush and dense shrubs in close proximity to feeding areas where they can nest and hide from predators.  During the reproductive season, check your yard before you mow.  Babies are hard to see, and they will venture out of the nest at 15-20 days old.  In some cases, depending on the nesting places in your yard, you could mow right over the top of a nest.  To protect the nest while mowing, get an old laundry basket and cut entry/exit holes on each side for the mother and place it upside down over the nest and then just remove when done.  Do not chase or allow children to chase babies in effort to catch them.  This is very stressful and the stress causes a condition that will damage internal organs and can cause death.

Leftovers for Lunch Ideas

Waldorf Chicken/Turkey salad
1. Combine 1/3 cup light mayo, 2 tsp Dijon mustard, salt/pepper, 1 cup cooked chicken or turkey in cubes or shredded, 1 chopped tart apple, 1 cup seedless red grapes, halved, ½ cup chopped walnuts.
2. Spread salad over butter lettuce leaves.
Chicken Chimichangas

1. Cook 1 diced onion in pan in oil
2. Add 1 cup cooked rice, ½ cup red enchilada sauce, 4 cups cooked chicken.
3. Microwave tortillas so they are soft enough to fold.
4. Spoon mixture into tortilla with shredded jack cheese, diced onion, black olives, refried beans. 
5. Fold tortillas so sides are tucked in.
6. Heat oil in a large skillet and fry the filled tortillas. Drain on a paper towel.
7. Serve topped with mashed avocado, diced onions, tomatoes, shredded lettuce and topped with sour cream and shredded cheddar cheese.
