The following lice procedures must be followed:

1. Use lice shampoo and or lice preventive treatment. Follow package directions carefully.

2. After shampooing, all nits must be removed from hair [buzzing hair does not automatically remove all nits]. 
a. A lice comb must be used to ensure all nits are removed.

b. All other household members must be checked and treated as well.

3. All combs and brushes need to be washed and soaked in hot water (at least 130 degrees Fahrenheit) for at least 10 minutes.

4. All other washable clothing, linen, pillows, etc. need to be washed in hot water and then put in hot dryer for 20 minutes.

a. Clothe Car Seats / Buster Seats must also be cleaned / treated. 

b. Review Fast Reference for Household items to treat.

5. Place all non-washable items in a tightly sealed, dark colored, plastic bag for 14 days.

6. Vacuum all carpeting and furniture.  Replace the vacuum bag when finished.
