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TRANSITION TO KINDERGARTEN PROCEDURES FOR CHILDREN WITH 
IDENTIFIED DISABILITIES


The transition process for children with an Individualized Education Program (IEP) is done in collaboration with their local Intermediate Unit.  Parents are invited to attend a meeting with their school district in February to learn about the services their child will be eligible for in kindergarten. 

Parents are active participants in the transition process and may be asked to sign paperwork, including Permission to Evaluate forms and Release of Information forms. The role of ELC Staff is to support parents in completing and returning any paperwork as soon as possible. Staff may refer parents to the Special Services Manager or the local Intermediate Unit when they have questions or need more information. 

The Intermediate Unit consultant or therapist may ask the Teacher to provide input by completing a checklist. The information provided on the checklist is used by the Intermediate Unit to complete a transition report that is then passed on to the school district. 

All children, including children with disabilities will be fully included in transition activities to help them prepare for the transition to Kindergarten. The agency has established memorandums of understanding with all school districts related to transition.
