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PLANT POLICY

Plants are important to our health and well-being and are a great lesson in learning to understand and respect our environment.

The Head Teacher will be responsible for checking that all plants receive the appropriate care instructions and meet the following guidelines: 

1. All plants must have an original label and care instructions.  Plants are among the most common household substances that children ingest.

2. No plants are permitted that are toxic, generate a lot of pollen or that drop small flowers or leaves.
· Some of the more common Non-Poisonous / Poisonous Plants: Indoor and Outdoor plants can be found On Appendix [HS-O1]
·  All outdoor plants and their leaves, fruit, and stems should be considered potentially toxic.
3. Children, caregivers, and staff will follow proper handwashing procedures after handling plants.
