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Toilet Learning
For all children entering our preschool classrooms, and any children under the age of three whose parent requests to have their child toilet trained, the following will occur:
1. At intake, the Family Service Worker (FSW) will discuss the need of toilet learning. The Successful Toilet Learning in Preschool Form (Appendix ED-L1) will be filled out if a child is still in diapers and/or pull-ups. If a parent expresses an interest in toilet learning, FSW will document that on the form. 
2. This information will be passed on by the Family Service Worker to the child’s Head Teacher. 
3. During the first parent contact the Head Teacher, with the family’s input, will assess and determine whether the child is ready to begin toilet learning using the Signs That Your Child Is Ready for Toilet Learning (Second page of Appendix ED-L2).
4. If the parent and Head Teacher agree the child is ready for toilet learning to occur, a plan using the Parent/Teacher Agreement for Toilet Learning (Appendix ED-L2) is developed. 
5. If at any time after the plan is implemented the child exhibits resistance or lack of progress, the Head Teacher and the parent will re-evaluate and revise the plan.
6. Status of children with toilet learning plans will be discussed and updated at classroom staffing’s.
