Ht has about 45-47 strings
stretched across its tall
triangular frame made of
wood.

»The strings are plucked by
hand while seven pedals at
the bottom of the harp
adjust the length of the
strings to make more notes.

»The harp is played sitting
down.
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What Is An OrchestrA?

J An orchestra is a group of musicians playing different
musical instruments under the direction of a conductor.

It can be large or small, depending on the pieces that are
performed.

JOrchestras are comprised of instruments from four
different sections or families.

Why are they called families?

Answer: Because the instruments in each family share
the same characteristics like: how they make their
sounds, how they are constructed, and the materials that
are used to make them.
