Tooth Brushing Protocol Checklist

 All children are facing an adult who is modeling appropriate brushing.

 Each toothbrush is clearly labeled with child’s name.

 Toothpaste is less than a size of a pea and presented to children on condiment cups.

 The teacher discusses the importance of brushing every morning and night.

 Toothbrushes are distributed and collected in a sanitary manner that does not allow brushes to touch each other.

 After use, toothbrushes are hung and allowed to air 

 All toothbrushes are in good condition. Brushes are replaced at first sign of wear and after illness.

 Brushes are never sanitized with disinfectant or sanitizing solutions
