	Positive Behavior Management and Guidance Procedure

1. 
Observe Challenging Behavior


2.
Calmly discuss/address behavior with the child at the child's developmental level. Move to an alternate area.


3. 
Problem Solve (when calm) 
Identify the child's feelings
Help the child label feelings/misbehavior
Restate the rule
What could you do next time?
Practice the new behavior
Provide positive praise when they demonstrate the behavior.



4.
Determine the strategy to resume the activity or routine going on in the classroom. 
Provide positive descriptive feedback when they utilize the strategy or rejoin the activity.  


Complete Behavior Incident Report (if behavior meets critera for documentation purposes) and submit. Review with P.M. Ensure universal supports are being implemented and correct as needed.
