INTRODUCTION 

Knowing that God has answered your prayer is important. Knowing that you have received 

your request is even more important. But seeing the manifestation of your prayer is the 

ultimate goal. 

This requires, first of all, the understanding that there is a spiritual world and it is real. God 

is Spirit… (John 4:24). 

2Corinthians 4:18 says ‘While we do not look at the things which are seen. For the things 

which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.’ 

Knowing that there is a whole different realm that can not be seen and experienced with 

our physical sense is the key to manifesting your answers. Because that’s where your 

answers are, in the spirit. 

Ephesians 1:3 says we are blessed with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in 

Christ. 

How, then, do we manifest these blessings? 

 

THE POWER OF MEDITATION 

God has given us His word to meditate on. There is a reason why God gives the word. Words 

paint pictures. Pictures are memorable. You remember what you see more than what you 

hear. Many people do not understand that meditation is using your imagination. 

It is allowing the word to paint a picture in your heart. Just think about it, if I say to you 

‘HOUSE’, you don’t see the word, you see a building. If I say ‘TREE’ you don’t see the word 

T-R-E-E, but you see a picture of a tree. 

Ephesians 3:20 says God is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or 

think (imagine), according to the power that works in us. 

Your imagination is your spiritual womb. It is where you conceive your spiritual things. If you 

don’t see it with you heart, you cannot have it. 

In Joshua 1:8 the Bible says if you meditate, you will see your prosperity and success. 

Meditation in God’s word gives you access to the spiritual realm. In the above scripture 

(2Corinthians 4:18) the word says we look at the things that are not seen. How can you 

look at something not seen? You can do that with the eyes of your heart through 

meditation. 

In Ephesians 1:18(read) Paul prays for the eyes of our hearts to be enlightened. 

 

Example: Jacob and the streaked, speckled flock (Genesis Chapter 30 & 31) 

 

In John 14:12 the Bible says ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in me, the 

works I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My 

Father. 

You need to see Jesus doing His works and then you need to see yourself doing His works 

first before you can do it. 



Take time in meditation and imagine what the word says. See yourself healing the sick 

before you go out to pray for them. 

This is how you conceive your miracle, healing, breakthrough, prosperity, etc. this is the 

reason why God had to ask Abram to look at the stars in the sky. He wanted him to imagine. 

Positive imagination is meditating on God’s word. Negative imagination is worrying. 

 

SPEAK THE WORD 

If you do not say what you see in your heart, you won’t manifest it. You need to speak it. 

Faith speaks: 2Corinthians 4:13 says ‘And since we have the same spirit of faith, according 

to what is written, I believe and therefore I spoke, we also believe and therefore speak.’ 

 

Example: David and Goliath 

Example: Abraham the father of nations 

 

Faith is the bridge to move spiritual things from the spirit realm into the physical realm. 

Without faith it is impossible to manifest your things. 

Hebrews 11:1(read) says faith gives substance to unseen things. 

Hebrews 4:2(read) says the Old Testament saints did not profit from the gospel because 

they did not mix it with faith 

 

By speaking the word, we are putting our faith in action. Jesus spoke His faith many times: 

He said I do that which the father shows me; I am the vine and your are the branches; I am 

the good shepherd; before Abraham was, I am; I lay down my life and I pick it up. 

And is what happened in the physical. 

 

CONCLUSION 

Let the word paint the picture. Then say what you see. 

What you see is your revelation. It is your picture. Your word. 

The more you say it the quicker the manifestation. The less you say it the slower the 

manifestation. 

 

Numbers 13:27-33 and 14:28 

How you see with your heart is very important. These people saw themselves weak and as 

grasshoppers and that’s what they said. And that’s why they were defeated. 

 

The word says you are healed, blessed, prosperous, strong, rich, wise and so on. You must 

first see yourself like that and then say it. And it shall be so.
