 The amount assessed each parish is 3.0% of the  
   annual offertory income.  
 While the average age of retirement in this country is 

60, priests are asked to serve until age 70 and  
        beyond.  
 The Priests’ Retirement and Benefits Collection helps    

provide for the future retirement of those priests 
who are currently working, ensuring the funds will be 
available when a priest becomes eligible for             
retirement benefits.
