GASWorkS 10 - Facility Settings

Among the great features in GASWorkS 10.0 are its tools for sorting 
and organizing a model. One such tool is the Facility Type data item, 
which offers a convenient way to organize model features into different 
groups by an attribute, such as organizing pipes/mains by pressure 
zone. 

Think of the Facility Type like a layer in a CAD or GIS file. From the 
Facility Settings screen (select the Facility Settings item from the Edit 
menu), you can choose how the model displays each Facility Type by 
specifying different colors or line styles, or by not displaying certain 
types at all. There are also options to handle how the model solves 
and reports by including or excluding facilities by type. 



View or change the Facility Type for a pipe feature using the Pipe Edit 
(in the Data Panel, under Miscellaneous Data Values), Pipe Report, 
Mass Update, or Trace & Update routines. Customers and nodes 
inherit the Facility Type of the pipe to which they are attached. The 
Facility Type for other features (graphics and text) can be assigned 
directly to the feature. There are "special" Facility Types for handling 
items such as the Color Legend, and Intersection Flags.

A "default" Facility Table is provided when GASWorkS is installed. The 
Table contains several example Facility Types. You can use the table 
as a basis for creating and customizing your own Facility Types to 
meet your specific needs.
