We recommend many winter activities including booking a Yellowstone tour with EcoTour 
Adventures, dogsledding with Jackson Hole Iditarod Sled Dog Tours, and snowmobiling 
with Yellowstone Snowmobiles or Teton Tour Company.  
 
If you would like to visit Grand Teton National Park without a guide, it would be worth your 
time to park at the Bradley Taggart Trailhead and walk down to the lakes. It is so gorgeous! You 
will need to rent snowshoes or cross country skis through Skinny Skis in town.’ 
 
Located at Snow King Mountain, there is snow tubing and the Winter Cowboy Coaster. Another 

memorable experience is the Elk Refuge Sleigh Rides. 

Along with that, if interested in art galleries and or museums, we suggest visiting the National 

Museum of Wildlife Art.
