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complete report of the finances of MCAF at least quarterly, including an end-of-year
report, and upon the request of the Board. (S)he is responsible for any and all tax filings.

Section 7 - Offices
An officer may hold only one office in MCAF at any time.

Article VII — Bonds and Liability

MCAF shall provide liability insurance coverage for all Board members, and for itself. In
addition, liability insurance for any MCAF event(s) is required.

Article VIII — Advisors

The President of MCAF may, with the approval of the Board of Directors, appoint
individuals to provide whatever information, advice, or service necessary or beneficial to
MCAF. At the discretion of the Board of Directors, such individuals may attend
meetings of the Board of Directors in an advisory capacity, provided, however, that they
shall not be entitled to vote nor shall they be serving in the capacity of Board member.

Article IX — Fiscal Policy

The fiscal year of MCAF shall commence with January 1 and terminate on the following
of December 31.

Article X — Dissolution
Section 1 — Dissolution

MCAF may only be dissolved by a vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the total Board members of
MCAF. This may be accomplished by a vote at a general Board meeting or by a written
poll of the membership taken by the Secretary. A “vote” is construed to include (but not
limited to) written electronic communication, such as email, text, or direct messaging via
any social media platform.

Section 2 — Assets

In the event of dissolution, the assets of MCAF remaining after payment of creditors shall
be distributed to one or more organizations which are engaged in and operated
exclusively in the field of developmental disabilities. Such organizations shall be
qualified as non-profit corporations under the provisions of the Internal Revenue Code in
effect at that time.
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Article XI —~ Books and Accounts

The books, accounts, and records of MCAF shall be open for inspection to any member
of the Board of Directors at any time.

Article XII — Notices
Section 1 - Written Notices

When written notice is required to be given to any person it may be given to such person
either by sending a copy thereof through the mail to their physical address in MCAF
records or supplied by the person to MCAF for the purpose of notice. If the notice is sent
by mail, it shall be deemed to have been given to the person entitle thereto when
deposited in the United States mail. Notice of special meeting, which shall be in
accordance with the law of Indiana, shall include the general nature of the business to be
transacted at said special meeting. To the fullest extent not prohibited by law, written
notice may also be provided by any electronic means by sending the notice to electronic
addresses provided to MCAF, text messaging, or direct messaging on any social media
platform.

Article XIIT — Amendments

The MCAF Board may, by a simple majority vote, alter, amend, suspend, or annul these
bylaws at any regular meeting or at a special meeting called for this purpose.

Any proposed changes, along with the date it is to be voted upon, shall be available in
writing prior to the meeting at which it is to be voted upon. To the fullest extent not
prohibited by law, “in writing” includes transmission by any known electronic medium.

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Bylaws of the
Monroe County Autism Foundation

Article I - Purpose

Section 1.
The purposes of the Monroe County Autism Foundation (“MCAF”) are:

a. to financially support appropriate individualized diagnostic, therapeutic,
educational, residential, vocational, recreation, and other services for
persons with autism;

b. to solicit and receive funds for the accomplishment of the above purposes.
MCAF does not endorse any specific treatment, therapy modality, or service provider.
Section 2.

MCAF is a not-for-profit, non-political, non-sectarian organization. No part of any net
earnings shall inure to the personal benefit of any member or individual, and no Board
member of MCAF shall receive any compensation for his/her services as a Board
member. However, to the extent furtherance of the purposes enumerated in Section 1 may
result in an incidental, indirect benefit to a member, such indirect benefit is not
prohibited.

Article IT - Membership
Section 1 — Eligibility

Any person who subscribes to the purposes set forth in Article I shall be eligible for
membership to the MCAF Board.

Section 2 ~ Revocation of Membership

For just cause, as determined exclusively by the Board of Directors, revocation of
membership shall be enacted as determined by the Board, by a majority vote of the Board
of Directors acting in executive session. The Secretary, shall within two (2) days
thereafter, serve upon such member written notice by registered mail of the proposed
action and the reasons therefore. This action shall be effective thirty (30) days for the
Board decision.

The member may present a written response to the Secretary within twenty-five (25) days
after receipt of the notice of the proposed removal. After consideration of the written

response, a final determination will be made by the Board of Directors by a two-thirds
(2/3) vote.!

Article ITT — Meetings of the Board

Section 1 - Generally

Meetings may be called by the President or by a majority of the Board members and must
be called by the President upon written request of two-thirds of the Board. These
meetings are open to the public, but certain applicant information may be withheld from
public purview, as needed.

Section 2 — Notice of Meetings

Written notice of the purpose, time and place of meetings shall be given by the Secretary
to all Board members. Such notice shall be provided less than ten (10) days prior to the
meeting.

Section 3 - Quorum

A quorum for a Board meeting shall consist of at least one-third (1/3) of all Board
members present at such meeting, whether such presence is physical, telephonic, or by
other appropriate technology.

Section 4 - Voting

Each member is eligible to vote and shall be entitled to one vote.

Section 5 — Authority

Except where inconsistent with these bylaws or the laws of the State of Indiana, Robert’s
Rules of Order (latest revision) shall govern the conduct of the meeting of MCAF’s
members.

Article IV — Board members

Section 1 - Composition of the Board

Responsibility for the affairs of MCAF shall be vested in the Board of Directors, who
shall be residents of the State of Indiana, over 18 years of age. Directors may be elected

annually by the then-existing MCAF Board members for a term of up to three years.
Board members shall be eligible for reelection to the Board for consecutive terms, but

1 At all times in this document, a 2/3 majority vote may be referenced as a “super
majority”.
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Board members may not serve as officers for more than six consecutive years, with such
terms being calculated from the date these bylaws are enacted or by the date the service
began, whichever is later.

Section 2 — Representation Goal

It is the express goal of MCAF that no less than 60% of the Board of Directors should
consist of individuals with an identified Autism Spectrum Disorder/Difference (“ASD”)
and/or persons with a direct, familial relationship of individual(s) with an identified ASD.
Such persons with direct, familial relationships include parents, guardians, siblings, and
children. In addition, service providers (i.e., persons whose service to persons or families
affected by ASD is a dominant portion of their professional capacity) shall qualify for
consideration. Such service providers include (but are not limited to) psychologists,
social workers, special educators, and medical professionals, so long as such provider is a
member in good standing with his/her respective licensing/governing body. When Board
candidates are considered, preference shall be given to candidates meeting these criteria.

Section 3 - Executive Board

The Executive Board shall be defined as those members of the Board who are also
elected to serve as officers of the Board. Officers are defined as, and restricted to, those
positions identified in Article VI of these Bylaws. The Executive Board shall have all the
powers and duties of the full Board, but decisions of the Executive Board should be made
only when a meeting of the full Board is not practicable. In any event, any decision made
by the Executive Board shall be reviewed at the first subsequent meeting of the full
Board.

Section 4 - Election to the Board

In the event that Board membership voting occurs, such votes shall be tabulated by the
Secretary; the nominees receiving sufficient votes shall be elected to a term of three
years, For purposes of the term limitations identified in Section 1, infra, all Board
membership terms, whether by voting or appointment, begin at 12:01 a.m. on January 1
after the election or appointment (except those appointed under Section 3 below) and
expire at midnight, December 31 three years later. All ties shall be broken by a majority
vote of the then existing Board of Directors. Any member, including nominees, may be
present to observe the tabulation, upon prior, written request. In the case of opposing
nominees, or slates, each shall be entitled to have their own official observer present,
upon prior, written request. All service and voting rights of newly elected and newly-
appointed Board members shall begin immediately upon election or appointment, unless
otherwise specified at the time of the election/appointment. )

Section 5 — Vacancies

Any vacancies may be filled upon appointment by any member of the Executive Board
and subsequent approval by majority vote of the Board of Directors.

Section 6 — Meetings

The Board of Directors shall meet at least four (4) times per year, at a time and place
established at the preceding meeting or as soon thereafter as practicable. Special
meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held on call of the President or upon written
request from five or more members of the Board. All meetings of the Board shall be
open to the public. Executive sessions are not open beyond the Executive Board.

Section 7 — Quorum

One-third (1/3) of the Board members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business, and the acts of the majority of Board members present at a meeting at which a
quorum is present shall be the acts of the Board of Directors. If any matter is voted upon
by electronic means between meetings, that matter is governed by Article V, Sec. 3
(below).

Section 8 — Removal from Office

Any Board member may be removed from office for sufficient cause by a majority of the
members of MCAF entitled to vote at an election of Directors. An individual Board
member may be removed from office for sufficient cause (as exclusively determined by
the Board), or non-attendance, by a vote of the majority of the Board. Non-attendance
shall mean absence from, and failure to vote by proxy at, four consecutive meetings.

Article V — Administration
Section 1 - Voting

Unless otherwise provided for in these bylaws, a simple majority vote of those present
and voting shall be required to pass any motion at any meeting of the members of the
Board of Directors. On all matters voted upon by the Board or Executive Board, voting
by proxy is permitted. However, no member of the Board is permitted to vote by proxy
at four consecutive meetings.

Specific measures between meetings of the Board of Directors may be voted upon by any
available electronic means. Any motion voted upon by electronic means is passed when:
1- a simple majority, super majority, or unanimous vote (whichever is applicable) of all
Board members approves it, or 2- after seven (7) days if a simple majority, super
majority, or unanimous vote (whichever is applicable) of Board members who have
responded approve of the motion, whichever comes first.

Article VI — Officers

Section 1 - Officers
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The officers of MCAF shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer and such
other officers as the Board of Directors deem necessary or advisable. They shall be
elected by the Board of Directors from among their number, at the first meeting of the
Board following the date at which Board members are elected.

Section 2 — Authority

The officers shall have all of the powers to perform the duties required by law or
customarily attached to their respective offices and such other duties as may be assigned
to them by the Board of Directors.

Section 3 — President

The President shall be the chief executive officer of MCAF; shall preside at all meetings
of the members and Board members; shall see that all orders and resolutions of the Board
of Directors are carried out; shall have general superintendence and direction of all
officers of MCAF and see that their duties are properly performed; shall, from time to
time, report to the Board of Directors all matters within his/her knowledge that may
affect MCAF; shall be ex officio a member of all standing committees.

Section 4 - Vice President

The Vice President shall be vested with all the powers and shall perform all the duties of
the President during the absence of the latter.

Section 5 — Secretary

The Secretary shall attend all sessions of the Board of Directors and all meetings of
members and act as a Clerk thereof; and shall record all votes and minutes of all
proceedings in a book to kept for that purpose; shall maintain records of minutes of all
standing committees; shall send notices of all meetings to the members of the Board of
Directors; and shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of
Directors under whose supervision (s)he shall be. The Secretary is the custodian of
records for MCAF.

Section 6 — Treasurer

The treasurer shall have charge of the funds donated to MCAF by its members and other
private sources. (S)he shall be responsible for the depositing of these funds in
depositories designated by the Board of Directors, and for the withdrawal and
disbursement of these funds for the purpose designated by the Board of Directors. (S)he
shall determine that approved documents are used for the disbursement of public funds
assigned to MCAF, and that proper records are maintained per regulations of the funding
agencies. Such duties may be delegated, as directed by the Board, with the Treasurer
maintaining both a supervisory role and ultimate responsibility. (S)he shall make a
