Treasurer’s Report

· Jeff  F. still needs to submit approximately $175 in field maintenance costs

Proposed expenses for 2009

· Redo pitching mound in field three

· Create pitching area in ag line on field three

· Take out 6-8 feet of seed on field three

· Set aside an amount for clay as Legion will most likely not have funds in 2009
· Buy permanent Big Bubba for varsity field, move other to field three ($330)

· Buy replacement nets

· Buy two portable mounds – rubber type

· Buy a palm pilot for FungoMan use by a SABA group

Fund Raising

· April 19th Twins Day (consider having a second end of season)

· Winter Camp (run by Don and Dave) – yield approximately $2k

· Don and Dave are working on a summer camp as well
Field Advertising

· Don S presented opportunity to city council/school board

· Vinyl signs are proposed to be hung across field fences, which could be removed

· Don feels SABA has the city support it needs to move forward

Spring Youth Tourney

· Run by SABA and boosters

· Need volunteer parents from both groups

· Proposed dates are June 13 – 15

· Recommend a 2A 11U tournament – this is the biggest number of teams and umpires are cheaper

· Second age choice is 2A 12U

· Consider giving prize of state tournament entry fee or money to team
