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OPTION 1) MOUNTING DIRECTLY TO FACE OF SIDING

Use pressure treated lumber in all cases.

Use 2" x 8" lumber for the Horizontal Wall Header. Use 2" x 8" for snow load areas or

when adding fan support.
Use 2" x 4" lumber for the Wall verticals

Uneven gaps can be filled with: CREAT STUFF aerosol spray foam
Seal all remaining gaps with silicone sealant.
You will need to purchase the materials listed above.

NOTE: Wood Header/Verticals must have proper length fasteners to penetrate through sheathing/siding.
Do not use plastic anchors. Countersink to provide a level surface if necessary.

WALL ATTACHMENT

OPTION 2) MOUNTING TO A CHANNEL CUT INTO THE SIDING

Use pressure-treated lumber in all cases. Paint the lumber before mounting.
Use 2" x 4" lumber for the Horizontal Wall Header or 2" x 8",
Use 2" x 4" lumber for the Wall Verticals.

Seal all remaining gaps with Silicone sealant.

You will need to purchase the materials listed above.

NOTE: Wood Header/Verticals must have proper length fasteners to penetrate through sheathing/siding.
