Scholarships between $1,000 and $5,000 are awarded to one or more graduating seniors attending a post-secondary institution. The Noble Giving Scholarship is guaranteed for one year, with a possibility of renewal for two years, with reapplication, and proof of satisfactory academic performance. 

Criteria:
1. Applicants must be a high school senior or graduate.
2. Applicants must have a 2.8 GPA or better (both in high school and college, if applicable).
3. Applicants must have demonstrated positive-impact involvement during his or her high school (and college if applicable) career, with an emphasis on contribution to your community, as opposed to a number of activities.

1. Completed application form. (Typed, not handwritten)
2. Two letters of recommendation from high school (or college professors, if applicable) teachers, administrators, counselors, employers, and / or individuals with significant knowledge of applicant’s experience and involvement.

3. An official and recent high school (or college if already a graduate) transcript with cumulative grade point average, optional ACT and/or SAT scores (but may help in determination). College students should also send high school transcripts.

4. Personal Essay - This is where you talk about you, your story, your life, accomplishments and plans, and the reason you need the scholarship funds.  

Scholarship Awards: 
Noble Giving Scholarships awards scholarships based on a comprehensive process.
Areas that are reviewed by the committee include, but are not limited to the following:
Academic Accomplishments, and Community Service, The Noble Giving Scholarship is awarded without regard to race, color, ethnicity, gender or sexual orientation.
