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Dubuque Soccer Club Financial Assistance Fund

Policy and Procedure

The Dubuque Soccer Club (DSC) believes in providing a quality soccer experience at all age levels and capabilities for a reasonable cost.  While we believe our fee structure is competitive, we recognize that for some, this fee may be prohibitive.  It is the policy of the DSC to assist those members who need financial assistance so that an individual’s ability to pay dues is not the sole deterrent to play soccer. We do not wish to see any interested, qualified child unable to have the opportunity to participate because of cost. 

DSC will consider financial assistance annually and will be awarded subject to availability of funds and the documented need and is not guaranteed.  Requests for financial assistance are for club fees only, and do not cover uniforms, and other expenses associated with participation on a team.  Applicants must provide proof of income.  Financial need takes into consideration family size, unusual or extraordinary expenses and situations.  The requested information is kept confidential.  No financial assistance will be considered if the player has unpaid fees from a prior season or unpaid fees from another club.  

Players who have been awarded financial assistance have an expectation to participate in club and team activities as well as conduct themselves in an appropriate manner in order to maintain active status.  Families awarded any financial assistance are expected to volunteer time to club related activities. Financial assistance can be revoked for non-adherence to the above requirements and expectations.   

Requests for assistance can be made through completion of the DSC Financial Assistance Request Form. Applications will be reviewed by the Financial Assistance Committee, appointed by the DSC President with consent of the Board.  The committee will consist of the DSC Treasurer and two appointed board members.  Only DSC’s Financial Assistance committee will review applications.  We respect the sensitive nature of disclosing and providing financial and personal information for the purpose of applying for assistance. All applications and information for financial assistance will be kept completely confidential and handled with professionalism.  All confidential materials will be held by the DSC Treasurer.

The determination of need for financial assistance will be based on the following criteria and procedures:  

Responsibility of Requesting Family:

1. Submit completed application thoroughly and accurately, signed and dated.  If application is not completed, it may be denied. Application can be found on DSC website at www.dubuquesoccer.org
2. Provide necessary forms (Federal 1040 form and final paycheck stub or W2 or other proof of income)

3. Applicants have an opportunity to provide information on any extra-ordinary expenses such as: uncovered medical expenses and other situations which may affect their eligibility for financial assistance.

4. or continued financial assistance, applications must be submitted yearly.  

Responsibility of Financial Assistance Committee:

1. Review applications. 

2. Award assistance based on the demonstrated level.

3. Notify applicants of decision.

4. Club Treasurer records financial aid awarded
5. At the end of each year, all players who received financial assistance will be reviewed by the Committee to ensure the player/family abided by the terms of the assistance. Any player found to be “not in compliance” will not be considered for financial assistance the following year.
