CRIME SCENE INVESTIGATIONI

The crime scene is a group competition open to all Alpha Phi Sigma members held during the annual conference.

To enter the crime scene competition you will need to sign up at the conference and attend the briefing which will cover
all the rules to be followed. All rules and regulations must be followed by students at all times. Violation of Hotel or
Crime Scene Rules will result in disqualification of the team.

Once registration and briefing are completed, each team will be given 10 minutes to process the crime scene.
After processing the crime scene and gathering all the evidence, teams are required to write a report to present to the
judges. The report will be due the day after the crime scene prior to the 4:00 pm deadline.

A group of judges will review the reports and choose the winners.
