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How I decrypted an encrypted the famous mathematical constant known as Euler’s constant or Euler's number from the pages of Shakespeare. This code was
theorized by Isaac Newton 60 years after Shakespeare plays were printed, and officially quantified / formally discovered roughly 200 years later by Euler. My past
life (Dr. John Dee) rang my ears a total of two times to help guide me: 1) The first ear ringing occurred when I was theorizing all possible grid pattern formations

before actually making the grid (he rang my ear when I intellectualized a 12th plausible grid pattern), and 2) The second ear ringing occurred when I changed all of
the letters "I" from having gematria values of 10 (equal to the Hebrew Yod) and swapped it out for a gematria values of 70 (equal to the Hebrew Ayin). The two
times he rang my ears corresponded to exact moment that I theorized the correct grid pattern and instantly upon adjusting values from 10 to 70 (Yod to Ayin).
