
October 17, 1988 – Part One 
My dear children, you must listen to your mother, for I speak to you and pray for you whenever 

you call on me.  I will bring you through those times of turmoil, those times of distress.  You 

must remember, my children, that my son is your only Savior.   

Today he comes with his Sacred Heart ready and open to accept those who call on him for his 

help.  He will show you the way:  For he is the Way, the Truth, and the Light.   

My children, he is here because he also pleads with you to turn to him and accept and respect 

me as his mother and as your mother.   

My children, my heart is burdened with sorrow, for I have seen many conversions, but there are 

still so many of my children lost and seeking.   

My children, I come to you with my Immaculate Heart, inviting you to see the glory of God 

under my mantle.   

My children, conversion is why I have come.  With conversion in your heart, there is hope for all 

of your troubles.  With conversion in your heart, you have found God, you have found my son, 

you have found the Holy Spirit, and you have found everlasting life.   

My children, you must seek conversion and not wait any longer.  There is not much time for 

some.  You must not be lacking in your prayers, especially for your own families.   

My children, you must believe with conversion in your hearts and a willingness to do it God's 

way, and all your prayers will be answered.  How can you expect your families' hearts of stone 

to turn to hearts of flesh when you yourselves have not yet converted?  My children, I love you. 

My children, many of you have stopped praying the three rosaries a day.  You must continue 

fasting.  Satan's army comes to discourage, comes to put out a fire that God has started.  Do 

not be blinded by Satan with all his negative desires against you.  You must blind him with the 

rosary.   

My children, I remind you to fast, to reconcile, to pray, and, most importantly, to receive the 

body and blood of my son with your heart.   

My children, God will speak to you, will lead you when you open your hearts with truth to Him.  

Do not deceive yourselves by covering your heart with anger, with deceit, and with lack of 

forgiveness.  You must remove this covering by allowing forgiveness and love to reign in your 

hearts.   

My children, as I glance out among you, I see each heart, and each heart is ready to believe, 



ready to love.  But, my children, you have not brought others with you that they may also 

believe, that they may also love.   

My children, you must also love your brothers and sisters of other faiths, for I love all.  We must 

fight one enemy, the enemy that destroys the soul, not each other.   

Go with my son's peace.  My children, thank you for being here tonight.   

My children, pray for those with authority over you that God's will be done.  My children, your 

prayers are the sustenance of your faith.  If you do not pray, you do not believe.  For if you 

believed, then you would pray.   

My children, nations could be converted, natural disasters would be lessened, and the disasters 

in your own families would be banished with your prayers.   

My children, it is most important the prayer with your community, for the power of prayer is 

multiplied.  My children ask for the grace to love and serve your own communities, your own 

pastors.  This grace the Lord will not withhold.   

1My dear little ones, I exalted with you to God our Father and my son.  I could see your hearts 

open with the Flame of Love of my son, with graces being poured in to all those who accepted 

them.   

Go, my children, with God's graces, and love your brothers and sisters by serving them.

• Summary: God transforms hardened hearts into loving ones. 

 

11. “Pray the rosary… fasting… resist Satan.” 

• Scripture: Ephesians 6:11 

• Summary: Spiritual practices protect against evil. 

 

12. “Fast, reconcile, receive His body and blood.” 

• Scripture: John 6:53 

• Summary: The Eucharist is essential for spiritual life. 

 

13. “Remove anger… allow forgiveness and love.” 

• Scripture: Colossians 3:13 

• Summary: Christians are called to forgive as God forgives. 

 

14. “Bring others… that they may believe.” 

• Scripture: Matthew 28:19 

• Summary: Believers are sent to lead others to faith. 

 



15. “Love those of other faiths… one enemy.” 

• Scripture: Ephesians 6:12 

• Summary: The true battle is spiritual, not against people. 

 

16. “Pray for those with authority.” 

• Scripture: 1 Timothy 2:1-2 

• Summary: Prayer should be offered for all leaders and authorities. 

 

17. “If you do not pray, you do not believe.” 

• Scripture: 1 Thessalonians 5:17 

• Summary: Constant prayer reflects living faith. 

 

18. “Prayer can change nations and families.” 

• Scripture: 2 Chronicles 7:14 

• Summary: God heals and restores in response to humble prayer. 

 

19. “Prayer in community multiplies power.” 

• Scripture: Matthew 18:20 

• Summary: Christ is present where believers gather in prayer. 

 

20. “Grace to love and serve communities.” 

• Scripture: Galatians 5:13 

• Summary: Christians are called to loving service. 

 



21. “Graces poured into open hearts.” 

• Scripture: Revelation 3:20 

• Summary: Christ enters hearts that are open to Him. 

 

22. “Go… love by serving others.” 

• Scripture: John 13:14 

• Summary: True love is expressed through humble service. 

 

Summary of the Message 

This message presents a maternal call to conversion, prayer, and trust in Jesus Christ as the 

only Savior. It emphasizes devotion to His Sacred Heart, the importance of the Rosary, 

fasting, forgiveness, and unity among believers. The message urges urgency in conversion, 

intercession for families and nations, and love for all people, while warning against spiritual 

complacency and discouragement. It highlights that prayer sustains faith and that God’s 

grace is abundantly available to those who open their hearts.
