At our last HOA meeting, the association legal counsel, Charles 

Glausier outlined several of the legal actions the association is 

involved with. He explained that in order for the association to 

become a truly viable and mandatory HOA, there would need to be 

an official judge’s ruling. One homeowner has filed a case against 

the association in order to obtain this ruling. The association 

attorney has accepted service of the case, and advised it is the best 

way to get a final ruling on the status of the association. After 

accepting service, the association attorney notified the board he is 

working with the opposing attorney to get a hearing date. He has 

also filed to include previous association attorneys in the case to 

streamline the process. The case has been assigned to Judge Emily 

Peacock, however no hearing date has been set at the time of this 

publication.   
 

Until this matter is resolved, the association is acting as voluntary 

to prevent any further risks or liability. As such, all future dues will 

be voluntary. Uncashed checks for 2020 dues will be available for 

pickup at the next association meeting. The board continues to 

work with our legal counsel to develop a refund process for those 

who have already paid. If you would like to make a voluntary 

contribution and waive your refund, please let us know.

Neighborhood Eats!

This is my version of the recipe for Hot Buttered Noodles from 
southyourmouth.com 
 
Ingredients: 

• 1 - 12 oz pkg wide egg noodles (I prefer the Light n' Fluffy 
brand, they tend to hold their shape better) 

• 1 quart (32oz) broth or stock - I usually use chicken 

• ½ cup (1 stick) butter, I always use salted & have varied the 
amount, it is luscious with a full stick of butter but ½ or even a 
¼ of a stick works, it's just not as rich. 

• 1 teaspoon salt (I tend to use a boullion cube or 2 instead of salt) 

• ½ teaspoon garlic powder (I never measure it but I'm sure it's 
more) ¼ - ½ teaspoon onion powder  

• A few grinds of black pepper  

• 1 - 2 tablespoons dried parsley  
 
Instructions: 
In a large pot, one that has a well fitting lid; add all ingredients 
except noodles & parsley & bring to a full rolling boil. Add noodles, 
stir well & boil uncovered for 5 minutes, stirring occasionally. Taste 
for seasoning & adjust if necessary.  
 
Turn off heat, give it one good last stir, add parsley, cover and leave 
it, walk away - for at least 6 - 8 minutes. 
 
The original recipe calls to leave it sit for 20 - 25 minutes - the first 
time I made this recipe was verbatim & the noodles had no integrity 
left, I stand by my tweak. 
 
This is easily made into a one pot meal with the addition of cubed or 
shredded chicken (or meatballs or leftover roast if doing beef).  
Lately I'll add chicken & (frozen) broccoli to the stock then bring to 
boil, etc. I love it along side kielbasa & fried cabbage!
