Stray Haven will be offering two 4-week Canine Good Citizen classes held on 

Wednesday nights from 5-6pm. Classes are held outdoors at the Stray Haven 

shelter located at 194 Shepard Road, Waverly, NY.  There will be social 

distancing.  The classes accept all age dogs. Pre-registration for class is required. 

 
Class Description: CGC-Canine Good Citizen 

This class teaches your dog how to walk nicely on a leash, sit, down and stay on 

command, accept a stranger, to be calm while petting and grooming, walk calmly 

through crowds, and a start to a reliable recall. Once your dog successfully completes 

the program by passing the evaluation on the last day, he/she will be certified as 

a Canine Good Citizen. 

 

Trainer Bio: Connie Dwyer is an IAABC internationally Certified Animal Behavior consultant, Canine Good Citizen 

evaluator, Love on Leash Therapy Dog Evaluator, Animal Behavior College mentor and published author. She is the 

owner of Training4k9s, offering private sessions, group classes, and public seminars for over 20 years.  She is also the 

co-founder of the S.P.I.R.I.T. TM Prison Inmate Training Program. You can read more about her programs on her 

website www.training4k9s.com.

If a class is full when we receive your registration, we will contact you to determine if you wish to take an
