· Tie up all loose ends

Night before:

· Relax, have a glass or 2 of champagne, and have a wholesome meal 
· Get a good night’s rest

Day of:

· Enjoy a good breakfast and some mimosas 
· Take it easy 
· Deep breaths
· Water is your friend
· And enjoy every moment…
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
