Directions for Use
C.I.P. Treatments:

Following the removal of milk residue from the pipeline or milk 
storage tank, mix 5-6 oz. (150-180 ml) of Big Rid to each gallon
(3.8 L) of hot 160˚F (71˚C) water and circulate for 10-15 minutes or
until the wash solution temperatures drop below 120˚F (49˚C). A
second treatment may be required if all scales have not been
adequately removed. 

Manual Treatments:

Remove all milk residues and prepare a solution by mixing 6 oz.
(180 ml) of Big Rid to each gallon (3.8 L) of hot water. Apply the
mixture to the surface that you wish to clean and allow for a 20-30
minute contact time, rinse thoroughly and drain. If quick removal is
desired, brushing will be required.
