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Practice Sheet – can be used
To audit colors before applying
To design on fabric
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All small bands around feathers are painted
With #8.  If you want to lighten some of the colors
For shading, mix # 7 with any color.
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Use #19 on all the bits on the outside circle edge
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Use color 24 in the feathers behind and around the peacock’s body.
Use color 9 on the tips of the feathers after coloring with #24.
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Refer to the Center Section Chart
For all the colors around the Peacock
Body.  Repeat color from left side for the right side.
Use the following sequence of colors
For the round designs on the outer edge:
5, 6, 12, 2, 10.  You may have to adjust the 
Series as you color to fit all colors sequentially.
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
