Revelation Timeline Theory

I think it is generally agreed upon that the Book of Revelation is not necessarily written
in strict chronological order; some of it is, some of it isn’t. It’s our responsibility to understand,
to the best of our ability, the whole of the scriptures, so as to be appreciative of the message
that our Mighty God and Loving Father has gone to such great lengths to provide for us.

One example of this that comes to mind, is in Revelation 14:>. There are back to back
accounts of the angel being told to thrust in the sickle and harvest the earth, but they are
obviously events separated by a length of time. | interpret this to be the Rapture of the Church
(barley harvest, Feast of Firstfruits) in the first instance and the separating of the tares
(unbelievers) from the wheat (144000) in the second account.

Whereas this book of Revelation is to be accessible to every culture throughout history,
that have many different forms of reckoning time; and the chapter and verse distinctions aren't
authoritative, having been added lately; This treatise is intended to show the linear progression
of the events mentioned in the narrative, without relying on time-dating structures.

Without time references, the order indicators fall to the numbered Seals, Trumpets, and
Bowl judgements. The events can then be organized accordingly, using scriptural references
and word and phrase associations to group like with like events.

This timeline is presented, not as doctrine, but as a way to study the scriptures. It is said
that there are over 800 allusions and references to the Old Testament in Revelation. Come, look
and see that the bible is a single, coherent whole; written by about 40 writers over a couple
thousand years, but inspired by a single author, who is outside of our time dimension. Telling
“the end from the beginning” [Isa46:10]; is the signature and verification of God’s own hand.

I make no claim to accuracy, this is presented for you to study and draw your own
conclusions. | have endeavored to put my personal thoughts in [ ] and the presentation
comments in yellow, reference studies as Topic Notes (available on
http://www.alleluiachurch.org/bilble-study.html) and things to be noticed in bold letters.

Please share this with others as the time is short. The ONLY way to escape the dreadful
“Tribulation Times” is through the saving grace of our Lord, Christ Jesus. Thus, it is incumbent
upon us to share the good news of HIS redemption; first to our personal family, then to
strengthen the faith of each other in the Church, and to live our lives as a walking witness to the
world of the joy and peace of knowing where we will spend eternity.

[Jezebel was a pattern for corruption in the Church -1Ki 21:25 There was none who sold
himself to do what was evil in the sight of the LORD like Ahab,[foreshadow of the
Church] whom Jezebel his wife incited.]

The warning in Rev 2:20, to the Church of Thyatira, of sexual immorality and eating food
sacrificed to idols is an extension of the warnings to be on guard for the wolves amongst
the sheep given by the Apostle Paul :[parables of Mat 13:] [[Topic Notes — Comparing]

Act 20:28 Pay careful attention to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy



Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the church of God, which he obtained with his
own blood

Act 20:29 | know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among you, not
sparing the flock;

Act 20:30 and from among your own selves will arise men speaking twisted things, to
draw away the disciples after them.

and reiterated in the 7 Letters as:

Sexual immorality = worship of anything other than Christ [fame, fortune, sex, drugs,
rock and roll, SELF, science, gia, ancestors... etc.]

Eating food offered to idols = Ecumenicalism — [going along with whatever so as to not
be labeled as a trouble maker, racist, etc.- preservation and/or promotion of status]

Nicolaitans = deification of the clergy over the parishioners [Bishops, Cardinals, Popes,
and other layers of government within the Church]

“The deep things of Satan” = Secret ceremonies that take the initiate into a higher class

of knowledge (eg. Gnosticism) that opens a network of access and gives them a higher
rung on the ladder than the ordinary peon.

Synagogue of Satan = Deceivers [claiming to be an apostle, prophet, or anything else, to
build yourself up in the eyes of man instead of God]

Neither cold nor hot = non-committal [afraid to stand for the Lord so that you won’t
offend anyone’s feelings and/or lose your status in their eyes]

Rev 2:21 And | gave her space to repent of her fornication; and she repented not.

Rev 2:22 Behold, | will cast her into a bed, and them that commit adultery with her into [The]
great tribulation, except they repent of their deeds.

[Jesus is outside the Church!!! His invitation is to individuals] [John 3:16]

Rev 4:1>:11 - John taken to the Throne of God [Before the resurrection of Christ]

[Rev 4:1 - metatauta — (after these things) from Rev 1:19]

[The writing on the outside prescribed conditions and whom might open the scroll]

Rev 5:2 And | saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open
the book, and to loose the seals thereof?

Rev 5:3 And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open
the book, neither to look thereon.

Rev 5:4 And | wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the
book, neither to look thereon.

Rev 5:5 And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of
Juda, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals
thereof.

Is Psalms 83 the key to Rev 17:10, the 8 kings?

[Israel is in distress (let’s assume a concerted missile attack- Psa 83 war begins]
Rev 14:14>:16-Call for First sickle-

Rev 14:14 And | looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto
the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle.

Rev 14:15 And another angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him
that sat on the cloud, Thrust in thy sickle, and reap: for the time is come for thee to
reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe.
Rev 14:16 And he that sat on the cloud thrust in his sickle on the earth; and the earth
was reaped. [Rapture)] [no mention of war... this is just previous to the Ps 83 war]

coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.
6" seal - Rev6:12>:17 - -Judgement of The Church

Rev 6:12 And | beheld when he had opened the sixth seal, and, lo, there was a great
earthquake[#1]; and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as
blood;

Rev 6:13 And the stars of heaven fell unto the earth, even as a fig tree casteth her untimely
figs, when she is shaken of a mighty wind.

Rev 6:14 And the heaven departed as a scroll when it is rolled together; and every mountain
and island were moved out of their places.
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Rev 6:15 And the kings of the earth, and the great men, and the rich men, and the chief

Mat 24:31 He will send out his angels with a loud trumpet blast, and they will gather his
elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to another."

(Enoch 50.2 And on the day of trouble, calamity will be heaped up over the
sinners, but the righteous will conquer [overcome- Rev 2:>3: ( the Rapture and
Israel wins war] in the Name of the Lord of Spirits, [JESUS] and He will show

this to others [A SIGN] so that they might repent and abandon the works of their
hands.)

[Enoch-(Gen 5:24 as a pattern)- non Jew saved from the Judgement of the flood]

[Lot as a pattern for the Rapture]

Christ] was caught up unto God, and to his throne.

[The Church was “born” in Jerusalem on Pentecost 38ad]

[-rod of iron is the wrath upon the nations attacking Israel,

the child caught up to the throne is the Rapture of the church, during the 6™ Seal]

[The Rapture is a judgement because all those who are sealed with the Holy Spirit
are already branded as justified, righteous, and sanctified and will be taken (1Co

Rev 12:12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the
inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, having
great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time.

Rev 9:5 And to them it was given that they should not kill them, but that they should be
tormented five months: and their torment was as the torment of a scorpion, when he
striketh a man.

Rev 9:6 And in those days shall men seek death, and shall not find it; and shall desire to
die, and death shall flee from them.

Rev 9:7 And the shapes of the locusts were like unto horses prepared unto battle; and
on their heads were as it were crowns like gold, and their faces were as the faces of
men.

Jer 51:14 The LORD of hosts has sworn by himself: Surely | will fill you with men,
as many as locusts, and they shall raise the shout of victory over you.
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Job 18:14 He is torn from the tent in which he trusted in [death of his body]
and is brought to the king of terrors. [Satan in the underworld]

Eph 2:2 in which you once walked, following the course of this world, following
the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of
disobedience—

Rev 9:12 One woe is past; and, behold, there come two woes more hereafter.
Rev 13:11>:18 - Introduction of the False Prophet

Rev 13:11 And | beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two
horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon. [The False Prophet- leader of the One
World Religion]

Rev 13:12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and causeth the

earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first beast, whose deadly wound was
healed.

Rev 13:13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from heaven
on the earth in the sight of men,

Rev 13:14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles
which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that dwell on the
earth, that they should make an image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword,
and did live.

Rev 14:7 Saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his
judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and the
fountains of waters.

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Rev 12:14 And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly
into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and
half a time, from the face of the serpent.

Rev 13:16 And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to
receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:

Rev 13:17 And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of
the beast, or the number of his name.

Rev 15:2 And | saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten
the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the number
of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God.

Rev 15:3 And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God,[Jews] and the song of the
Lamb,[Gentiles] saying, Great and marvelous are thy works, Lord God Almighty; just and
true are thy ways, thou King of saints.
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Rev 15:4 Who shall not fear thee, O Lord, and glorify thy name? for thou only art holy:
for all nations shall come and worship before thee; for thy judgments are made
manifest.

Rev 17:1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked
with me, saying unto me, Come hither; | will shew unto thee the judgment of the
great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

Rev 17:2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the
inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.

Rev 17:3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and | saw a woman sit
upon a scarlet colored beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten
horns. [Rev 13:1]

Rev 17:4 And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet color, and decked with gold
and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations
and filthiness of her fornication:

Rev 11:8 And their [2 witnesses] dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great
city, which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, [and Babylon] where also our
Lord was crucified. [Jerusalem]

Rev 18:24 And in her was found the blood of prophets, and of saints, and of all that
were slain upon the earth.

Mat 23:33 You serpents, [Scribes and Pharisees] you brood of vipers, how
are you to escape being sentenced to hell?

Mat 23:34 Therefore I send you prophets and wise men and scribes, some of
whom you will kill and crucify, and some you will flog in your synagogues
and persecute from town to town,

Mat 23:35 so that on you may come all the righteous blood shed on earth,
from the blood of righteous Abel to the blood of Zechariah the son of
Barachiah, whom you murdered between the sanctuary and the altar.

Jer 22:5 But if you will not obey these words, | swear by myself, declares the
LORD, that this house shall become a desolation.

Jer 22:6 For thus says the LORD concerning the house of the king of Judah: ““You
are like Gilead to me, like the summit of Lebanon, yet surely | will make you a
desert, an uninhabited city.

Jer 22:7 | will prepare destroyers against you, each with his weapons, and they
shall cut down your choicest cedars and cast them into the fire.

After 135ad they had
spread the Jews all over the empire (Diaspora). It wasn’t until the Jews retook Jerusalem in
1967 that this could possibly be true. In the meantime, Protestant leaders were convinced that
the Pope was the Anti-Christ and Rome -“the Woman on the Beast. Nowadays anybody you
disagree with is a candidate.]

Rev 17:1> woman [Israel] on 7 headed scarlet beast [Psalms 83 nations]

Rev 17:7 And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? | will tell thee the
mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her, which hath the seven heads

Rev 17:8 The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the
bottomless pit, and go into perdition: [Anti-Christ] and they that dwell on the earth shall
wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the
world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.

Rev 17:9 And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven
mountains,[nations/governments] on which the woman [Israel] sitteth.

Dan 7:17 ‘These four great beasts are four kings who shall arise out of the
earth.

10.14 And then Semyaza will be burnt, and from then on destroyed with
them; together they will be bound until the end of all generations.

10.15 And destroy all the souls of lust, and the sons of the Watchers, for
they have wronged men.(fallen angels, demons etc.-spiritual rebels)

10.16 Destroy all wrong from the face of the Earth and every evil work will
cease.

Rev 21:1> - New heaven and new earth, God reigns!

Rev 21:1 And | saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first
earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.
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2Pe 3:10 But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, and then the heavens will
pass away with a roar, and the heavenly bodies will be burned up and dissolved,
and the earth and the works that are done on it will be exposed.

2Pe 3:11 Since all these things are thus to be dissolved, what sort of people
ought you to be in lives of holiness and godliness,

2Pe 3:12 waiting for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of
which the heavens will be set on fire and dissolved, and the heavenly bodies will
melt as they burn!

2Pe 3:13 But according to his promise we are waiting for new heavens and a
new earth in which righteousness dwells.

2Pe 3:14 Therefore, beloved, since you are waiting for these, be diligent to be
found by him without spot or blemish, and at peace.

Rev 21:2 And | John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven,
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

Rev 21:3 And | heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with
men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with
them, and be their God.

Rev 21:4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death,
neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are
passed away.

Rev 21:5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, | make all things new. And he said unto
me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

Rev 21:6 And he said unto me, It is done. | am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. |
will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely.

Rev 21:7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and | will be his God, and he shall be my
son.

Rev 21:8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and
whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which
burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.

Rev 21:9 And there came unto me one of the seven angels which had the seven vials full of the
seven last plagues, and talked with me, saying, Come hither, | will shew thee the bride, the
Lamb's wife.

Rev 21:10 And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and shewed me
that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God,

Rev 21:11 Having the glory of God: and her light was like unto a stone most precious, even like
a jasper stone, clear as crystal;
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Rev 21:12 And had a wall great and high, and had twelve gates, and at the gates twelve angels,
and names written thereon, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of Israel:

Rev 21:13 On the east three gates; on the north three gates; on the south three gates; and on
the west three gates.

Rev 21:14 And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and in them the names of the
twelve apostles of the Lamb.

Rev 21:15 And he that talked with me had a golden reed to measure the city, and the gates
thereof, and the wall thereof.

Rev 21:16 And the city lieth foursquare, and the length is as large as the breadth: and he
measured the city with the reed, twelve thousand furlongs. The length and the breadth and the
height of it are equal.

Rev 21:17 And he measured the wall thereof, an hundred and forty and four cubits, according
to the measure of a man, that is, of the angel.

Rev 21:18 And the building of the wall of it was of jasper: and the city was pure gold, like unto
clear glass.

Rev 21:19 And the foundations of the wall of the city were garnished with all manner of
precious stones. The first foundation was jasper; the second, sapphire; the third, a chalcedony;
the fourth, an emerald;

Rev 21:20 The fifth, sardonyx; the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolite; the eighth, beryl; the
ninth, a topaz; the tenth, a chrysoprasus; the eleventh, a jacinth; the twelfth, an amethyst.

Rev 21:21 And the twelve gates were twelve pearls; every several gate was of one pearl: and
the street of the city was pure gold, as it were transparent glass.

Rev 21:22 And | saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the
temple of it.

Rev 21:23 And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory
of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof.

Rev 21:24 And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of
the earth do bring their glory and honour into it.

Rev 21:25 And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there.
Rev 21:26 And they shall bring the glory and honour of the nations into it.

Rev 21:27 And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever
worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.

Rev 22:1 > - Tree of Life restored

Rev 22:1 And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the
throne of God and of the Lamb.
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Rev 22:2 In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of
life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of
the tree were for the healing of the nations.

Rev 22:3 And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in
it; and his servants shall serve him:

Rev 22:4 And they shall see his face; and his name shall be in their foreheads.
Rev 22:5 And there shall be no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun;
for the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and ever.

Gen 2:8 And the LORD God planted a garden in Eden, in the east, and there he
put the man whom he had formed.

Gen 2:9 And out of the ground the LORD God made to spring up every tree that
is pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree of life was in the midst of the
garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.

Gen 3:22 Then the LORD God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of us
in knowing good and evil. Now, lest he [Now, let him?] reach out his hand and
take also of the tree of life and eat, and live forever—”

[Our God has a plan for the future of humanity.....It's the Garden of Eden.]

Rev 22:10 And he saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the time
is at hand.

Rev 22:11 He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still:
and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.

Rev 22:12 And, behold, | come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according
as his work shall be. [We were made in God’s image- freewill and HE will respect our decisions]

Rev 22:13 | am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.

Rev 22:14 Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of
life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.

Rev 22:15 For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and
idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie.

Rev 22:16 | Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. | am
the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.

Rev 22:17 And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let
him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.
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Rev 22:18 For | testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If
any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this
book:

Rev 22:19 And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God
shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things
which are written in this book.

Rev 22:20 He which testifieth these things saith, Surely | come quickly. Amen.
Even so, come, Lord Jesus.
Rev 22:21 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all. Amen.

Luk 21:28 "Now when these things begin to take place, stand up and lift up your heads, because
your deliverance is approaching.”

Luk 21:29 Then he told them a parable: "Look at the fig tree and all the trees.

Luk 21:30 As soon as they produce leaves, you can see for yourselves and know that summer is
already near. [Israel back as a nation, 1948]

Luk 21:31 Inthe same way, when you see these things taking place, you will know that the
kingdom of God is near.
