Finish Strong. Now is the time to pull out the Club Success Plan, review, and update it at every Executive Committee Meeting. Have you removed the members that didn’t renew? Have you added the new members you’ve got since the beginning of the year? Have you reviewed the goals, and talked to the members about their progress? Perhaps extending out the original goal, or maybe they already achieved that, and you need to update their next goal. We already have 6 clubs with 5 DCP goals. However, club DCP status won’t be reported on the Dashboard until after the April 1, 2022, dues renewal period.

Dues are due by March 31, 2022, for April 1, 2022, to September 30, 2022 period. Now is the time your clubs should be reaching out to the members to renew. Club officers can pay International dues online in Club Central.
2021 Winter TLI. The Winter TLI is complete. If you have officers who need training, you have until February 28, 2022, to get training in another District. Please reach out to your Area Directors for the link to training opportunities in other Districts. We had two clubs, DeKalb Area Toastmasters and The Leadership train that had all officers trained. We have 56% of all clubs that had 4 or more officers trained. We had 63% of active clubs with 4 or more officers trained. We had a total of 209, out of a possible 386 officers trained, or a total of 54% of all officers trained. I know the numbers are down in the winter, but those numbers are disappointing.

District Virtual Training Coordinator: <open>
The District Virtual Training Coordinator reports directly to the Program Quality Director, is part of the Program Quality & Education Extension team. The primary focus of this position is to plan and implement special virtual training events to support and/or supplement the district’s educational goals. Toastmaster’s International educational materials may serve as a springboard for training events, and the curriculum would include best practices for club quality and marketing. Facilitators may include professional speakers, subject matter experts, International Champions of Public Speaking, and District 54 corporate spokespeople from State Farm, John Deere, Caterpillar, etc. The District Virtual Training Coordinator will:

· Provide virtual training for subjects listed in the Toastmasters International Better Speaker, Successful Club, and Excellence Leadership Series 
· Provide a variety of panel, individual and facilitator-led training events and help support/coordinate webinars
· Keep a record of training topics and qualified facilitators 
· Create a team of volunteers willing to find facilitators and/or host or help with a virtual event 
· Record training sessions for publication on the District 54 website in the “Resources: Virtual Training” folder location
· Develop and train a successor
