Executive Summary:

As of the last update we have 15 clubs with 5-6 DCP goals, four clubs with 7-8 DCP goals, and one with 9 DCP goals. We have one club, State Farm Windjammers which is Distinguished, and one club New Lenox which is President’s Distinguished.
Officer elections should be completed by now. Make sure you update your officer list, in Club Central, for next year before June 30, 2022. It’s an easy ½ of goal 10. If you also paid your dues on time, that is the other ½ of goal 10, you start the year with at least one goal complete.
All Area Directors submitted at least 75% of their Round 1 and Round 2 Area visit reports, which is the minimum required to qualify for the DCP. For some reason, Area 41 is not showing on the Dashboard. Hopefully, when the month ends it will show up. If not, I will reach out to TI.
2022 Summer Toastmaster Leadership Institute (TLI). Planning for the Summer TLI  has been completed and registration is open for all three on the D54 website. The TLI Deans are Darrel Felty, DTM, PDG for TLI#1 (June 25, 2022), Abraham Gunaseelan, IP3, for TLI#2 (July 18 & 19, 2022), and Jana Hergert, PM5, for TLI#3 (July 24, 2022). If you are an officer you are required to attend. If you are not an officer, you are encouraged to attend. There is no cost to attend. All sessions are virtual.

If you are one of them, please confirm I have your name spelled correctly and have indicated the correct contest you either placed first or second, for Area and Division and first, second or third for District. I need to order the awards after the TI website opens back up and I want to be sure I get the awards engraved correctly. Since the Dates changed for the Area and Division Contest. If you are a winner, please confirm the date of the contest. I will order the awards based on what I have if I don’t hear otherwise by June 25, 2022.
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The 2023 Conference is on April 21 & 22, 2023. We are looking for one more co-chair. Bill Smola has agreed to be one of the co-chairs. This is a great opportunity to earn your High Performance Leadership Project (HPL) or to complete your Distinguished Toastmaster Project. Please let me or Bonnie Tippey, DTM, know if you are interested.
Pathways adoption Rate Twenty (20) clubs have 100% of their members enrolled in Pathways. That is down 3 from last month. Forty-eight (48) clubs have 100% of their officers enrolled in Pathways. That is no change from the last month. Twelve (12) clubs have 100% of their new members enrolled in Pathways. That is also down one from last month. We are number one in Region 5 in Members (85.98%), Officers (96.28%), and number five, in New Members (50.00%) enrolled in Pathways.
