Instructional Fee: $250 for classes up to 12 participants. $10
for each additional participant.

In this workshop participants will learn about the history and
makeup of soapstone. They will partake in the process of
carving, sanding and polishing their own wearable jewelry or
display piece. This workshop is suitable for people of all ages
and stages. Soapstone carving is a craft that has been around
for centuries and a great way to express one’s self and relax.
