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Progress of the EPM Treatment

The ten horses under EPM treatment are doing great! Thank you to the contributors who stepped up to help.
We had a full blood panel done on Gypsy and Shinook. Both horses have been treated over the years with vari-
ous treatments and still had high numbers when they started the second round of herbal therapy. Both horses
had perfect blood panels, ensuring that the combination of herbs and vitamins was not causing an interaction
was essential.

Penny, Tusca, Gallant, Red Sky Heavenly, Chuckles, Chicklet, Sunshine Gypsy, and Shinook will be finished
with this round of treatment. They will be on a maintenance treatment to keep their immune systems high. In
90 days, the dead protozoal should have shed and will not show up in the new EPM blood test.

Researchers studying EPM typically only study horses for short periods. HPS has had years and years to re-
search the same horses, giving us a huge advantage in learning about EPM.

Shinook looks gorgeous! His numbers
have been high regardless of what treat-
ment he has given until now. He is just 13
years old and soon have a chance to have
a new home. The breed is Rocky Moun-
tain Horse, or some are called Tennessee
Mountain Horse. Many years ago, this
was called a BROWN horse. Today, this
color is called CHOCOLATE.

Everyone enjoys seeing dapple spots on
horses. On this breed of horses, it is a ge-
netic defect and indicates there may be
eye issues. We keep Shinook on Beta
Carotene 25,000 iu and Lutein with Bil-
berry. These are good for all eye issues.

Gypsy is a gentle giant and is 21 years
old. She had hoof issues when we first
brought her to the sanctuary. Gypsy does
excellent as long as her toes are kept
short. She has even been to Farmer's
Day. What a good girl!

Gypsy's EPM numbers were some of the
highest, and if we can keep her on the
treatment, we can save her life! Thank
you for helping to save Gypsy's life. We
need more folks to help.
